Acts 1:1-11                You will be my witnesses.
1. Who is ‘I’? 1:1

=Luke

What is ‘my former book’? 1:1

=the gospel Luke

Who is Theophilus? 1:1

=The friend of God, dear to God

=the person who loves God

2. What did Luke write in his former book? 1:1,2

=birth to ascension

Why did Jesus have to suffer? 1:3
=After his suffering: crucifixion, all mankind sins

To whom did Jesus show Himself after his suffering and resurrection? 1:3

=apostles and all believers

How long did the resurrected Jesus appear to them? 1:3

=40 days

What convincing proofs did the resurrected Jesus give them that He was alive? 1:3
=Jesus ate fish. Jesus showed his hand and feet

3. What did the resurrected Jesus speak about during forty days? 1:3

=the kingdom of God where he came from and we will go

What is the kingdom of God the resurrected Jesus spoke about?

=Heaven, in our heart

What was the kingdom of God the disciples believed? 1:6, Mk.10:37

=Mark 10:37 They replied, “Let one of us sit at your right and the other at your left in your glory.”

What command did the resurrected Jesus give them while He was eating with them? 1:4

=Do not live Jerusalem

Did the disciples intend to leave Jerusalem? Why?
=Persecution, injustice, blood and the city of horror
Why did the resurrected Jesus want them to stay in Jerusalem? 1:4,5
=Holy Spirit, not anything else but Holy Spirit

=failed and claim the victory

=Jerusalem is the center of Israel

=We have to obey to Jesus

In what two areas were the disciples not yet prepared to go out to preach?

=the kingdom of God

=no power, powerless to carry on Jesus commend

=Jesus was preparing them as the powerful witnesses
Who is the Holy Spirit?
=God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit

=Idea of Salvation, carry the salvation into the world, perform all the miracles
What are the signs of the presence of the Holy Spirit in you?
=Desire to hear God’s words

=Desire to repent from sin

=Desire to love others even enemies

=Increasing knowledge and understanding

=Overcoming anger, hatred and rejoicing grace

=prophesying

=Speaking boldly. Jesus is the savior

=John 16. Holy Spirit will guide you to all truths.

4.  What did the disciples ask the resurrected Jesus? 1:6

=they were still confused.

What did the resurrected Jesus answer them? 1:7,8
 =the Father has set by his own authority

 =you will be my witnesses

What does 1:7 mean?

What should the disciples (believers) have to do? 1:8

a. But you – why do you need to receive power?
=God’s power it is not matter of human strength

b. How do you receive power? 

=Holy Spirit comes

=repent and clean our hearts

=pray

c. You will be my witnesses – What does the word ‘witness (noun)’ mean?

=martyr: people lay down their lives to Jesus

                           What does the word ‘witness (verb)’ mean?








=testify: the truth of who Jesus is.








=death, burial and resurrection

                           What is a life as a witness for Jesus?







=witness of Jesus








=love like Jesus, live like Jesus.








=seek his kingdom and righteousness 

                           What was the life of Jesus as a witness for God?








=obey: Jesus was the faithful witness

5.  Memorize 1:8.

=But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth
Where does the witnessing start? 

=Jerusalem-all Judea-Samaria-the end of the earth

=our home-to our job, neighbor, relatives

What is the direction of the witnessing? What is the opposite direction?
=from inside to outside

=go out

=go in: myself against Jesus direction
Do you study a foreign language?

=Spanish, English and so on

=go abroad 

6.  How did the resurrected Jesus ascend to heaven? 1:9
=Jesus was taken up before their very eyes and a cloud hid him from their sight
How did the disciples respond to Jesus’ ascension? 1:10

=They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going

What message did the two angels give to the disciples? 1:11

=Why do you stand here looking into the sky?

=He will come back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven

What should the disciples have in their minds as the witnesses of Jesus?

=he will return
