=signs and wonders
Where did all the believers meet? 5:12
=in the temple court: Solomon’s Colonnade
How did the people regard the believers? 5:13
=with respect 
How was the church growing? 5:14
=more and more people
How did people bring the sick?     
=into the streets and laid them on beds and mats so that at least Peter’s shadow might fall on some of them    
Where did they put the sick? 5:15      
=into the streets  
How did the people regard the spiritual power of Peter? 5:15
=Peter’s shadow can heal the sick
Where were the crowd bringing the sick from? 5:16
=towns around Jerusalem
How did the apostles take care the sick and the those tormented by evil spirits? 5:16
=all of them were healed
When did the believers pray for this ministry of miraculous signs and wonders?
=Acts 4:30 Stretch out your hand to heal and perform signs and wonders through the name of your holy servant Jesus
Read Lk.4:40,41: Jesus healed them. Moreover, demons came out of many people
Read Mt.4:23-25: healing every disease 
When did Jesus tell His disciples that they would do the same?
=Whoever believes in me will do same thing what Jesus did.

=the apostles took away attentions. 
What did the Sadducees do when they were filled with jealousy? 5:18
=they arrested the apostles and put them in the public jail
What do you feel when you hear about a success story of one whom you know?
=?
What was the motive of the first murder? Gen.4:4,5
=Jealousy: spiritual Jealousy
What was the motive of the religious leaders of crucifying Jesus? Mt.27:18
=Spiritual jealousy 
The arrest of the apostles was serious to the apostles and the church. Who else was serious about it?
=God
What did the angels of the Lord do during the night? 5:19
=brought them out
What did the angels say to the apostles? 5:20

a. Go, stand in the temple courts.  – Why did the angel designate the temple courts?
=people are gathering to the temple courts
b. Tell the people the full message of this new life. -  What is old life? What is new life?
=old life under the sin: Moses’s law
=new life: Jesus is savior, life with Jesus

=they had been told, and began to teach the people

=But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-surpassing power is from God and not from us.

  =officers did not find them there.

  =dungeon style jail
What did the captain of the temple guard and the chief priests think about it? 5:24
  =wondering what this might lead to
What else report did they receive about the missing apostles? 5:25
  =someone came and said, “Look! The men you put in jail are standing in the temple.”
Who went to re-arrest the apostles? 5:26
  =the captain went with his officers
Why didn’t they use force when they re-arrested the apostles? 5:26
  =fear to people
When did Jesus say to the apostles that they would be hated and persecuted? Jn.15:18,19,20
  =If the world hates you, keep in mind that it hated me first. If you belonged to the world, it would love you as its own. As it is, you do not belong to the world, but I have chosen you out of the world. Remember what I told you: A servant is not greater than his master
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5. Why don’t you have persecution?
