John 12:12-19                The Triumphal Entry

1. Who were the great crowd? 12:12 The crowd came from all of the nation. 
What did the crowd hear about Jesus? 12:12,17, 18 They heard that Jesus raised the death Nazarus.

They felt God with them.
How did the news stir the hearts of the great crowd? 12:13 Their heart moved.
2. What did the crowd shout as they welcomed Jesus? 12:13
a. Hosanna! Ps.118:25 This came from Israel 
Isreal: Hoshiya na means Save please, Save O Lord, Save(Original)
Greek:

English: Praise
They welcomed Jesus as savior.                 
b. Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! Ps.118:26
You are coming from God!
c. Blessed is the King of Israel!
You are the King of the Isreal!
d. Through their shouting, who is Jesus? 
3. What was Jesus riding on as the crowd welcomed Jesus? 12:14 a young donkey
What kind of king is Jesus? King of humble, King of peace and grace, King of our soul
So we can go to Jesus and tell our hungry, sickness… Everybody can approach him.

Mark 1 ; Jesus is our King
What kind of king would the crowd expect Jesus to be? They had expected such political king with power.

They had different perspective view. Many people expect Jesus will make them rich and success.
What was a triumphal entry like at that time? Roman emperor ruled. 

From outside city through triumphal gate to temple to sacrifice two cows for their gods and had entertainment. 
    Jesus came from Bethany to Temple.
4. Why did Jesus ride on a colt? Zech.9:9 Jesus fulfilled the prophecy. Jesus did exactly what the scripture said.
a. Fear not, daughter of Zion - Because your king will come with riding a donkey’s colt. 
Daughter of Zion means God’s people.
b. See, your king is coming, 
c. Seated on a donkey’s colt.

d. Can you tell what will happen 550 years later in the future? We cannot tell even tomorrow. 
This came from God. Jesus is the King.
5. When did the disciples relate this event to Zech. 9:9?  
They didn’t understand. 12:16 Only after Jesus was glorified… means after Jesus was resurrected from death.
Why didn’t they realize it when they participated the procession? They didn’t see event through God’s word.
When we can see the things that happened through the words of God, we can teach the Bible. The disciple’s spiritual eyes opened and then they realized.
6. Who knew the full meaning of this event at that time? Only Jesus understood.
7. Compare the insight of the crowd, the disciples, and Jesus in this event.
The crowd – shouting and waving… but they didn’t know what was fulfilled.
The disciples-excited of popularity… but they didn’t know too.

Jesus-obeying to fulfill the word of God.

8. Betrayal, injustice, torture, and death were waiting for Jesus in the city of Jerusalem.
How would you feel when you enter into a city of death? 
Then why did Jesus enter the city? Obey to God. This is Love toward God’s children.
He said I laid down my life for my sheep. God loves this world. 
Why was it called ‘a triumphal entry’? It was the victory enter so he didn’t feared.

Jesus’ victory against the power of death. 
9. Why did so many come to meet Jesus? 12:17,18 Jesus raised the death Nazarus.
What was their knowledge of Jesus? 

The crowd heard about Jesus that performed miraculous sings.
But they disappointed when Jesus arrested several days.

Then they shouted to crucify him. 
What should they have done to meet real Jesus?
The whole Old Testament talked about Jesus. They had to know the Bible thoroughly.
