2. What kind of people were the Greeks?
-thinker, philosopher and seeker of the truth
Who were some Greeks in this passage?

-true seeker
What did they request Philip?


-Sir, we wish to see Jesus

-to see Jesus for finding truth

3. Did Jesus see the Greeks?
-No evidence about it
What did Jesus answer instead? 12:23-26

a. The hour has come.
-Jesus death on the cross

-Now Jesus knows His death
b. How would Jesus be glorified? Why is it the answer to the Greeks? 12:23
-by death on the cross, it revealed God’s love for sinners

-by resurrection of Jesus, Jesus defeated the power of death

-Not appearance of Jesus, but Jesus death and resurrection
4. In nature what kind of principle of life is at work? 12:24
-Jesus presented the principle of life
a. What happens when a kernel of wheat falls to the ground and dies?
-if it dies, one seed produces more than 100 times

-Through Jesus death, people may have new lives
b. What happens when a kernel of wheat remains alive as a single seed?
-a single seed

-my life is mine and I want to enjoy it
c. Who set this principle of life?
-God who is the creator
5. How does this principle of life work in a man’s life? 12:25
-whoever loves his life loses it, and whoever hates his life in this world will keep it for eternal life
a. The man who hates his life in this world….
-loving the life of eternity 
b. The man who loves his life in this world….
-ignoring the life of eternity
c. What was Jesus’ view about His life in this world?
-Jesus is the kernel of wheat
d.   What fruits of life did Jesus look forward after His life fell and died? 12:32


-And I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to myself
e.   Is there any other way of preserving own life and producing many lives?

-No other way
6.   How does this principle of life work in us, the servants of Jesus? 12:26
     a.   whoever serves me must follow me.


-follow Jesus way: hate this world, but hope for eternal life
     b.   where I am, my servant also will be.


-where Jesus falls and dies: Jesus died and buried 
     c.   My Father will honor the one who serves me.


-receiving honor from God, not from people
7.  What kind of struggle did Jesus have in His heart and how did He share it before the Father?
-v.27 now is my soul troubled. And what shell I say? Father, save me from this hour ?


But for this purpose I have come to this hour.

-Jesus is also 100% human

-Jesus talked to God with his trouble

How did Jesus end His prayer of His troubled heart? 12:28
-Father, glorify your name.
8.  How did God reveal His own heart to Jesus’ prayer? 12:28b
-a voice came from heaven: “I have glorified it, and I will glorify it again.”
Three times: Jesus baptism, transfiguration on the mountain and this time
     What did the crowd hear when God spoke to Jesus?

-thunder or an angel has spoken to him

-people who don’t have any pain and sufferings can’t hear God’s voice
     Who receives benefit from the voice of God?

-for Jesus, actually by Jesus, we become Jesus fruit


-we are saved by Jesus
9.  When does darkness over takes? What is it like to walk in the darkness?
 -v.35-36
     How can one walk in the light?

-v.36 believe in Jesus

-Losing Jesus, darkness will overtake our lives
     Why did Jesus finish with this teaching?

-people are still in darkness.
