-John 2: water into wine

-John 4: official son

-John 5: 38 invalid

-John 6: five loaves and two fishes / walk on the water
-John 9: blind man

-John 11: raised dead Lazarus
Why did Jesus perform so many miraculous signs in their presence?

-people may believe in Jesus as the savior

-people may believe Jesus from God

What was the response of the Jews?

-v38 people still did not believe in him
Why didn’t they believe?

a. How did Isaiah start his prophecy of suffering, death, and resurrection of Messiah?

Isaiah 53:1
-Who has believed what he has heard from us?

 And to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed?

-suffering cursed by God
b.   When did God say the words of Isaiah 6:10?

 What does God do to unbelieving minds? Isaiah 6:10, Rom. 1:21, 24, 26, 28
-Isaiah 6:10 Make the heart of this people calloused; make their ears dull and close their eyes

-Romans 1:21 For although they knew God, they neither glorified him as God nor gave thanks to him, but their thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened
b. Until when will they reject belief? Isaiah 6:11, 12
-Then I said, “For how long, Lord?” And he answered: “Until the cities lie ruined and without inhabitant, until the houses are left deserted and the fields ruined and ravaged, until the Lord has sent everyone far away and the land is utterly forsaken”
d.   What happened to the unbelieving Jews?
-Isaiah 740-681 B.C Jerusalem was ruined 586 B.C

 -A.D 70 Jerusalem was burnt down by Romans
e.   What will happen to unbelievers?



 -same thing will happen

*people didn’t believe Jesus not by lack of miracle but by unbelieving mind

4. About the secret believers 12:42,43
a. Why did many of the leaders believe in Jesus?
-by Holy Spirit, they opened their eyes to Jesus
b. Why didn’t they confess their faith in Jesus? 
-because of fear of Jewish religious leaders
c. What is it like to be put out of the synagogue?
-losing jobs and normal life
d. Why is it not a problem of fear but a problem of praise?

-for they loved human praise more than praise from God
-Blind man was kicked out by confessing Jesus, but his parent ignored Jesus.
5. Why did Jesus cry out? 12:44
-Whoever believes in me does not believe in me only, but in the one who sent me.

-ex. a little kid run into the street, parents cry out to him.
How does invisible God reveal Himself? 12:44, 45
-v.44 believing in Jesus is believing in God

-v.45 seeing Jesus is seeing God

Why did Jesus come into the world? 12:46

-I have come into the world as a light, so that no one who believes in me should stay in darkness.
-Jesus is the light of the world

6. About those who hear the word of Jesus but do not keep them.
-v.47 “If anyone hears my words but does not keep them, I do not judge that person”
What verbs did Jesus use to describe them? 12:47, 48
-reject and does not accept
Why will the word we hear but do not keep be the ground of judgment?
-according to scriptures
7. Who spoke through Jesus? 12:49,50
-God
How in detail did God speak to Jesus? 12:49
-v.49 For I did not speak on my own, but the Father who sent me commanded me to say all that I have spoken.

-what to say and how to say
     What is the purpose of God’s command? 12:50

 -v.50 I know that his command leads to eternal life


 -we may have eternal life
How will a man be guided to eternal life? 12:50
-through Jesus words
-when we follow the words of God, we reach to the eternal life.
What is the right attitude before the words of Jesus?

-listen to God’s words, what God is trying to say to me.
8. What is the result of believing in Jesus and obeying His words?
-words lead us to the eternal life
What is the result of believing in Jesus (hypothetical) but not obeying His words? 
-judgment
What is the result of not believing in Jesus and rejecting His words?
-judgment
