1.   What do you do when your heart is troubled?      (     ) scream, and am stressed out.

                                               (     ) do not do anything, just worry.
                                               (     ) take it to the Lord in prayer.
2. Why were the hearts of the disciples troubled? 14:1a
-disciples built their dream onto Jesus
-Jesus is the foundation of disciples’ lives

What do you notice the way the disciples tried to solve their troubles?
-They wanted to know more information

What was Jesus’ way to help them? 14:1b
-Believe in God; believe also in me

-Jesus solution is believing in God
Do you believe that all the answers are in believing in God and believing in Jesus?

-Believing in God is answers for our every problem
3. What kind of place is the Father’s house? 14:2
-big
Why would Jesus go there? 14:2b
-preparing a place for us
What did Jesus promise His disciples? What is Jesus’ ultimate goal for the disciples? 14:3
-I will come again and will you to myself, that where I am you may be also
-Jesus second coming
How can we go to the Father’s house? 14:4
-following Jesus
Are you still troubled with something around you?
-we don’t need to worry about worldly things.
-Jesus promised for his coming

4. What was Thomas’ problem? 14:5 What did Jesus answer? 14:6
-two questions: we don’t know destination and we don’t know the way
a. I am the way, and the truth, and the life.
-the way: the way to God, through Jesus, through death + resurrection
-the truth: God himself, spiritual blessing, perfection of faith, truth is giving life to sinners

-life: Jesus leads us to eternal life

-beginning with Jesus, following Jesus and ending with Jesus
b. No one comes to the Father except through me.
-only through Jesus, people can go Jesus
c. What is the result of abandoning spiritual life to pursue something else?
-big mistake, there is no other way
-losing eternal life
d. What was the destination of Jesus and what was the way?

.
-destination: Heaven, God the father

-way: Jesus
5. What did Philip want to see at the moment? 14:8
-show us the Father
What did Jesus gently rebuke Philip? 14:10, 11
-I am in the Father and the Father is in me
a. Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. - How can one see God?
-God is invisible: God is in Jesus. Jesus is God

-When we see Jesus, we can see God in Jesus
b. I am in the Father and the Father is in me.- Who is greater than the Father and the Son?
-oneness of Jesus and Father: greatest power of father and son together
c. I do not speak on my own, but the Father who dwells in me does his works.

- How can one experience God?
-God spoke through Jesus
-when we obey one word, we can experience God

-in practical life, we need to obey and experience God

-ex)obey to God’s words and experience God

-we have to obey to God’s words
d. What should those do who still can not believe that God is in Jesus and Jesus is in God? 
14:11b
-else believe on account of the works themselves
6. What practical way does Jesus prove that God is in Jesus and Jesus is in God even after His departure from this world? 14:12,13,14
-v.1-v.11: Jesus answered to disciples
-v.12-v.14: continuous works in the present time(approval)
7. Who will do the works that Jesus does and will do greater works than these? 14:12,13,14
a. Whoever believes in me: will do the works that Jesus does, true believer, firm believer
b. I will do whatever you ask in my name: pray in Jesus name, pray till we receive answer, broken heart
We need to establish prayer life
c. That the Father may be glorified in the Son: all the purpose is for God’s glory
d. What do 14:12, 13, 14 mean to the believers?: ex) India 2000 bible study by one family
We joined father and son heavenly club
*we have to repent before prayer
8.   Why can’t 14:14 be used as a magic jar?

-It must be for God’s glory. It can’t be personal ambition.


-v.12-14 is one teaching


-Jesus is doing only for Glory of God
