John 15:18-16:16              When we face the persecution.
1. Why does the world hate the Christians?
a.  15:18       If the world hates you, know that it has hated me before it hated you.
              =because of Jesus
b.  15:19       But because you are not of the world….



   =Christians belong to Jesus
c.  15:21, 16:3   on account of my name, because they do not know him who sent me.



   =because they don’t Jesus and God
d.  15:23, 24b   Whoever hates me, hates my Father also.



   =Whoever hates me hates my Father also. They hate Jesus and God
e.  15:25       the word that is written in their Law must be fulfilled.



   =They hated me without a cause
f.   Who is the world?



   =Atheist, all other religion, Satan worshipers
g.   Can Christians be neutral with the world?





=No. we can’t neutralize our faith




=1 John 2:15 Do not love the world or the things in the world. 

 If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him
2. What word should we remember when we are hated? 15:20
=A servant is not greater than his master. “If they persecuted me, they will also persecuted you”
=if they kept my word, they will also keep yours
How did the world hate Jesus?

=try to kill Jesus, and crucified Jesus
Will the world hate you also?

=Yes. Time will come and world will hate us
How far could the hatred of the world go? 16:2

=They will put you out of the synagogues. 

 Indeed, the hour is coming when whoever kills you will think he is offering service to God
3. Why are they guilty of sin?

a. 15:22 If I had not come and spoken to them, they would not have been guilty of sin,
     but now they have no excuse for their sin.
b. 15:24 If I had not done among them the works that no one else did, they would not be guilty of sin 
c. What kind of sin is this? John 3:19,20
=and this is the judgment: the light has come into the world, and people loved the darkness rather than the light because their works were evil
d. What kind of people could be the persecutors of the disciples of Jesus? 16:2
=religious people will persecute Christians

=High priest persecuted disciples of Jesus
4. Who will testify about Jesus to the persecutors at the time of persecution?
a.  15:26   the Helper;    What will the Father and Jesus do to help the disciples?






=he will bear witness about me
b.  15:27   you     ;    Why am I a suitable witness for Jesus?






=we know Jesus in individually







=because you have been with me from the beginning







=time of persecution is time of being witnesses
5. What will I testify about Jesus at the time of persecution?
=through us, people can hear Jesus
=simple and bold
6. In what way will the Holy Spirit convict the world? 16:8
=And when he comes, he will convict the world
a.  16:9    concerning sin


=because they do not believe in me,



=the Holy spirit has to work
b.  16:10   concerning righteousness


=because I go to the Father, and you will see me no longer



=whoever believe in God



=returning to the Father is confirming the victory of Jesus through the cross



=the Holy spirit will come because Jesus is going to the Father
c.  16:11   concerning judgment


=because the ruler of this world is judged



=Satan is already sentenced 


=the Holy spirit will convict sinner’s heart with judgment
d.  What kind of power does the Holy Spirit have?


=with God’s power, the Holy Spirit will help us to repent our sins
e.  Do we have the same power?


=No
f.  How do we work together with the Holy Spirit as a team? Matt.10:19, 20


=v.19When they deliver you over, do not be anxious how you are to speak 

 or what you are to say, for what you are to say will be given to you in that hour.

=v.20 For it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you

=God’s power is present to us when we are in at time of persecution
g.  How can I not be a victim of fear, but a witness of Jesus at the time of persecution?


=we must hold the Holy Spirit 100%



=we are not alone. We are together with the Holy Spirit
7.  What else will the Holy Spirit do for us? 16:13
=In any circumstance, When the Spirit of truth comes, 

 he will guide you into all the truth, for he will not speak on his own authority.

=the Holy Spirit is my teacher
8.   What is the purpose of this teaching? 16:1, 4 
Matt. 24:9, 10
Mark 13:13


=v.1 I have said all these things to you to keep you from falling away



=v.4 But I have said these things to you, that when their hour comes you may remember that I told them to you



=Matt 24:9, 10 then they will deliver you up to tribulation



=Mar 13:13 one endure all to the end will be saved
