2. Why is this prayer different from all other prayers? 17:1-5
=17:1-5 Jesus prays for Himself
=17:6-19 Jesus prays for his disciples

=17:20-26 Jesus prays for all believers

=Jesus normally prays for others, but on this prayer Jesus prays for Himself

3. What was the physical position of Jesus when He prayed? 17:1

=Jesus prays with opened eyes and looked up to heaven
4. Father, the hour has come. What hour is it?

=Jesus can bring sinners to God the father
5. What do you think you would pray before your death?

=we pray for me and us

6. What did Jesus pray before His death? 17:1
=to glorify God
What does it mean; glorify your Son that the Son may glorify you?
=use me as sin sacrifice

=The Son may reveal God’s love to the whole world.
7. What does the Son do to glorify the Father? 17:2
=to give eternal life
What has the Father given to the Son so that the Son may give eternal life? 17:2
=authority

=I have authority on earth and heaven

=with authority, over sickness and sin we have received in Jesus name
To whom does the Son give eternal life?
=to all whom you have given him

=God’s perspective-all whom you have given him

=Human’s perspective-Gospel message





   -repent and believe

=person who is not chosen-reject Gospel
Who is the source of eternal life?
=v.2 God planed and gave eternal life

Who carries out the will of the Father?

=the Son
=God is the planner

=Jesus carried out God’s plan

8. What is eternal life? 17:3

a. They know (may know) you, the only true God and Jesus Christ whom you have sent.
=This is eternal life; knowing God and knowing Jesus
=know and continue know God

=God loves us and sent his only son to save us from our sins

=If we have unforgiving heart, that is not right in front of God because God forgave us

=one life is more precious than whole universe

=we must experience our true God.

=That is eternal life
b. When does this eternal life start?
=right here and right now

=when we repent our sin, eternal life starts in us

a. through His whole life: from birth
b. through His ministry: every message focuses on God’s glory, healing and raising disciples

=Jesus wanted to return original glory

=pre-incarnation
What kind of glory did Jesus have before His incarnation?

=the same glory of God
11. Why do you think that this prayer by Jesus is all about glory?
=people in the money world: money and money

=Jesus in the Glory world: glory and glory

=When we go to heaven, we all know God’s glory

=Jesus knew the glory of God

=the source of light is the glory of God

=In the heaven, the glory of God is most.

=we have to reveal glory of God
