=you are in me and I am in you
=father and son are one

What relationship is there between the Father and the Son? 17:21, 22, 23
=one
Why aren’t there any complaints, arguments, and fighting between the Father and the Son?
=complaints, arguments and fighting belong to human

=Father loves son and son obey to Father

=one gospel, one family, one faith, one father, one savior, same true and same heaven
What is this oneness based on? 17:23, 24, 26
=unity is based on love

=God is love

=invitation to heavenly relationship and fellowship
5.  What has Jesus given them so that they may be one? 17:22
=God’s glory for unity
     Why should the glory of God lead them to be one?

=God’s glory bring whole church as one


=People seek own glory
     What does ‘I have given to them’ mean?

=we already received God’s glory
6.  What may the world believe when they see that all the believers live as one in love?
a. 17:21b – so that the world may believe that you have sent me.
=through believers’ unity, unbelievers become believers

=What they see is God is among them
b. 17:23b – so that the world may know that you sent me.
=what people hear from Christians and what people see how Christians love each other
c. Why does ‘you sent me’ reveal God’s love?
=God sent one and only son to sinner

=reconcile with God, we found out Jesus came to us 2000 years ago for me.

=act of love is already done

=1 John 4:9, 10 and11: In this the love of God was made manifest among us, that God sent his only Son into the world, so that we might live through him. In this is love, not that we have loved God but that he loved us God but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another.

=they want to be part of it
