What were His last words?


-9am to 3pm

-pain and pain


-It is finished: the last word-it is paid for all human debt


-To the end, Jesus carried His cross.


-Own cross: ex. bible teacher 

2. What did the Jews ask Pilate to do to the three crucified criminals? Why?
-To break their legs to kill them before the special Sabbath
3. What was the mission of the soldiers who had been sent by Pilate?

-To make sure everyone on the cross dead

4. Why didn’t they break the leg of Jesus?
-Jesus already was dead. 
What did they see when one of the soldiers pierced the side of Jesus?
- water and blood: water was filled up in the lung.

 Who else was there beside the soldiers as an eye witness to Jesus’ death?
-John
-Exodus 12:46 It must be eaten inside the house; take none of the meat outside the house. 

 Do not break any of the bones.

-Numbers 9:12 They must not leave any of it till morning or break any of its bones. 

 When they celebrate the Passover

-Psalm 34:20 he protects all his bones, not one of them will be broken.

5. Who should have taken care of the body of Jesus? 
-Family, in Houston:$15,000

-Disciples: they ran away

6. Who was Joseph of Arimathea?
-Joseph was a secret disciple: Mark 15:53 Sanhedrin member.
     Why was it dangerous for him to expose himself as a disciple of Jesus to bury him?

-He asked Pilate boldly. He could be killed or be a target to receive troubles.


-properties were confiscated by Jews and the family members were persecuted.

-she saw that the stone had been removed from the entrance


-she came running to Simon Peter and the other disciple

-they ran toward the tomb

 -John
     What did he do instead of going into the tomb?

 -He bent over and looked in at the strips of linen lying there but did not go in.
11.  What did Peter do when he arrived? What did Peter see inside of the tomb?

-Peter went straight into the tomb. He saw the strips of linen lying there, 

as well as the cloth that had been wrapped around Jesus’ head.
-burial clothe-folded
