Jesus knew where he was. By looking at him, Jesus knew him.
10. What made Nathanael declare Jesus as the Son of God, and the King of Israel?
1king 4:25
Micah 4:3, 4

No limit of time, No limit of place

Supernatural power

11. Nathanael arrived with doubt.

At Bethel to Jacob, he saw stairway

To Nathaneal,  Jesus mentioned Jesus Himself.
c. Compare the three statements of Jesus to Nathanael. What differences do you find?
1. Here is a true Israelite in whom there is no deceit - Nathanael
2. I saw you under a fig tree – Jesus divine power, Nathanael
3. Greater than this, you shall see heaven open. – Heaven, Jesus
