-Jesus appeared to disciples when they were in the bottom of their lives.
Were they under the power of death or under the power of resurrection of life?
-yes
2. What kind of fear did the disciples have?
-They have fear of death
What were they doing when they were afraid? How many were there?

-They were hiding and locked the door from inside
-Maximum 10 disciples
3. How did the resurrected Jesus come to them when the door was locked?
-The door was locked. Jesus was in the spiritual body.
-Sometimes, Jesus body was like human as well.
4. What did the resurrected Jesus say to the trembling disciples?

-Peace be with you: it is not just greeting.

-Fear vs peace 
5. What did Jesus show them? What did the disciples see in the hands and the side of Jesus?
-v.20 he showed them his hands and side. 
-The disciples saw Jesus scars. 

-Jesus proved same Jesus.

-Scars for the sake of Jesus

-312AD stopped

-325AD Nicea Council: all church leaders were carrying scars in their bodies for the sake of Jesus

-v.20 The disciples were overjoyed when they saw the Lord.

-v.21 Peace be with you
8. Who has sent Jesus?
-The Father. Jesus is the apostle from God
     Whom was Jesus sending?

-disciples
     For what was Jesus sending the apostles?

-To preach Jesus resurrection


-Jesus came to this world: for paying our sins on the cross and resurrect from the death


-After Jesus resurrection, Jesus sent disciples as apostle.
     What are differences between a life sent by Jesus and a life without being sent by Jesus?


-Life of apostles who were sent by Jesus. They have works to do: preaching gospel.

 Clear direction: nothing can stop them. Through their lives, apostles were delivering message of God.

-v.22 Receive the Holy Spirit
-John 14
10.  Who has the authority to forgive or not to forgive sins? 20:23
-v.23 53 different translations
“If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven them.”
“Of whomever you forgive the sins, they have been forgiven to them.”
“If you retain the sins of any, they are retained.”
“Of whomever you hold (retain), they have been held (retained).”

-forgive vs not to forgive

-Present/present


-Present/future


-Present/perfect present


-Present/future perfect present


“Whosoever sins you remit shall have already been forgiven them, and whosoever sins you retain shall have already not been forgiven them. The disciples did not provide forgiveness; they proclaimed forgiveness on the basis of the message of the Gospel. They have been previously forgiven them: forgiveness based on relationship with Jesus.


-We have sin problem then we need to solve it before God.

-No human being has authority for forgiving sins.

11.  As a conclusion, what did the risen Jesus give the apostles?
-peace, scars on his hands and side
-Jesus showed them resurrected body

-I am sending you: they became apostle sent by Jesus

-Proclaiming forgiveness through Jesus

-This is ordination of Jesus to disciples to become apostles

12.  How were the disciples changed after the risen Jesus came to them?
-comparing with question number 1.
-without Jesus, they were under the power of death

-with Jesus, they became apostles. They became joyful and powerful. They had clear direction.

-They didn’t do anything. They just received Jesus.

-Only listen and receive Jesus, we can be powerful and joyful. We can fight against darkness
