1. From where did Simon Peter fall?  Mt 16:18, Mk 14:29, 13:37
=Mk 14:29 Peter said to him, “Even though they all fall away, I will not.”
=John 13:37 I will lay down my life for you
2. Who thought that Simon Peter needed to be restored? 21:4, 6, 10
=Jesus visited specially for Peter

What do you think Simon felt in his heart after a great catch and eating breakfast?


=After great catch and breakfast, Peter was restored

     What was Simon Peter doing? 21:7, 11, 13


=Put his outer garment


=Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them
     Why were these outside actions not enough to restore Simon Peter?


=all these activities were not enough to restore relationship
     What was the next step of Jesus to restore Simon Peter?



=one to one 



=deep honest conversation with peter

3.  What did Jesus focus on?
     #1   “Simon, son of John, do you love me more than these?” 21:15




=Love sacrificial love, 




=more than these: comparison 

=1st place is not Jesus

=Am I in your first place in your heart
=these things: net, fish, bread, boat,

=these people: son, daughter, wife, himself

=there who love me




     #2   “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” 21:16


 #3   “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” 21:17

     How many times do you ask your loved one, “Do you love me?”




=once 

     Whose side love should be improved deeper? Jesus’ love for Simon or Simon’s love for Jesus?



=Jesus proved his love to Simon

=Peter need to prove his love to Jesus
     What is Satan emphasizing in a failed heart?




=relationship is over



=Jesus poured His love to Peter

4.  What were the answers of Simon?

#1   “Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.” 21:15
#2   “Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.” 21:16

#3   “Lord, you know everything; you know that I love you.” (with pain) 21:17

     Jesus knew that Simon loved Jesus, yet Jesus made Simon confess the love.
     Is there a difference between confessing the love and not confessing the love?




=confession is important to build relationship



=no chance for Satan
5.   What do you want to receive from your loved one? Money? Kiss? Flower? Car? Heart?
What did Jesus want Simon to do for Jesus?
      #1   Feed my lambs.

      #2   Tend my sheep.

      #3   Feed my sheep.
      Have you fed Jesus’ sheep?


=Do you love me? and Be a shepherd 24/7 job



=some sheep are difficult. Some sheep are stubborn. 



=Jesus reinstated Peter as a rock which is foundation of Jesus’s church



=Foundation of church is feed my lamb, tend my sheep and feed my sheep 

6.   What else did Jesus tell Simon? 21:18
=when you were young, you used to dress yourself and walk wherever you wanted, but when you are old, you will stretch out your hands, and another will dress you and carry you where you do not want to go

      Why was it helpful for Simon to know the end of his life?



=he will not fail again



=he will live for the glory of God
      What word did Jesus give Simon so that Simon might reach the glorious death? 21:19b


=follow me



=Jesus called Peter “follow me” at first meet with Peter
      Whose future did Simon want to know? 21:21


=John
      What did Jesus answer regarding to the future of another disciple Jesus loved? 21:22


=It doesn’t matter for Peter

      Why shouldn’t one compare his life with that of his friend?



=everybody’s life call is different



=we should not compare each other



=Our goal is heaven



=God’s plan is different to everyone

      How was Jesus’ answer misinterpreted among the brothers? 21:23


=If it is my will that he remains until I come, what is that to you
      How can we avoid and clarify the right meaning of the word of Jesus?


=directly ask Jesus
7. When a failed or a weakened brother needs to be restored, what should he focus on?
=full restoration is love relationship

=put Jesus in first place

=reinstate Peter and church
