1. Read Numbers 21:4-9. 
Who gave Moses the order to lift up the bronze snake?-God
Why did God give this order? –They were dying.
     Why did they live by looking at the bronze snake?-for everyone
     Could they be healed by looking at any other snake?-no. that is the way to save dying people
2. What does “the Son of Man must be lifted up” mean?

What is the purpose of lifting up crucified Jesus?
-v.14 Jesus explained to Nicodemus about the Son of Man must be lifted up.
-Through Jesus, everyone can be saved

-v.15 everyone who believes in Him may have eternal live.

3. For God so loved the world……….

a. When you are in love, what do you feel or want to do?
-want to give the best thing.
b. With whom did God fall in love?
-v.16 God so loved the world.
Who is the world?
-Every human being; you and I.
c. What was the condition of the world?
-dying by sins. While we are sinners, God loves first. Romans 5:8
d. What did God want to give the world?
-Eternal life. Don’t die, but live in Sin. ex. hospital.
e. What was God’s ultimate sacrifice to give eternal life?
-God gave His one and only son for the world.
-Jesus suffered for our sins.

-Difficult part to understand how Jesus took my sins on the cross.

-Unimaginable 
f. Did God love the world just one time or does His same love continue today?
-same love continues today.

-yes
5. What does ‘not to condemn the world but to save the world through him’ mean?
-This world is condemned world. God opened the path through Jesus.
-Through bronze snake people were saved from poison

-Through Jesus people were saved from sins

-Whoever believes in Him.

b. What is this verdict about?
-Verdict of heavenly court
c. What is the ground of this verdict?
-the light has come into the world.
What is light?
-Jesus has come into the world.
d. What is the response of men in darkness to the light?
-v.19 the men in darkness love darkness. 

-They hate the light.

-They gradually go deeper to darkness. 
Why do they stand condemned already?
-Because they rejected the light.
What is their eternal destiny?
-They go to hell.

-Believing or not decides eternal destiny.
e. Who comes into the light?
-Whoever lives by the truth comes into the light

-ex. Samaritan woman

-going close to the light by repenting sins.

-gravity of light pulls people who repent their sins.

What is in the center of their thoughts?
-people’s own sin
What is their eternal destiny?

-eternal life
