-Jesus needed time to raise his disciples.

Who were the Samaritans?
-Jesus decided to go through Samaria.

-B.C722 Assyria invaded to north Israel.

They relocated Israel people to Assyria

They brought gentiles to Samaria.(intermarriage with gentile)
Some of Jews came back after 200 years.

-B.C 586 Babylon

-B.C 516 While Jews build the temple in Jerusalem, Samaritan hindered building temple.

-B.C 330. Mt. Gerizim. Moses 5books. Passover, marriage in Samaritans.

*In west bank in Israel-citizen-population about 700.

What is the difference between physical water and the living water?

-well water  vs   living water
-well water-limited, thirsty again, temporary 

-living water-a spring water, a source of water and welling up within you

11. In 3:15 how can we tell that she had been thirsty?
What part of living water did she understand and what part of it didn’t she understand?

-She was a thirsty woman.
-Jesus mentioned spiritual water. But Samaritan woman still thought physical water.

-We have to have a desire to get the living water

12. Why did Jesus ask her to go and come back with her husband?
-v16 in order to give her the living water, she needed to reveal herself and her sins.
-in order to bring good things, sin must go out.

-She needed to come out from sinful life.

13. What did she reply? What truth was revealed from her own answer?
-no husband. 
-v.17, 18
14. Who confessed her sins? The woman or Jesus?
-Jesus confessed her sins.
-Jesus revealed her sins.

-Man doesn’t understand their sins.

-Darkness never understands the light.

-those who want to be saved God showed their sins.

16. What is the living water?

-this world is well water. Short time.
