1. Where was Jesus?

-Bethesda: house of mercy
2. Explain about the pool ‘Bethesda’.
-v.2 near the Sheep Gate a pool, five covered colonnades
- In 1950s, Bethesda was found. 

-Five covered colonnades: North pool and south pool.

3. What kinds of people were lying there?
What one common problem did they have in their minds?

-the blind, the lame, the paralyzed: long term disability

-dependency: all these people have problem is somebody needs to help me.
4. Why were they there?

-They wanted to be healed. Mystical story: First person will be healed.
5. To whom did Jesus speak? What was the condition of this invalid man?
-An invalid for thirty-eight years.
-miserable condition
6. Why did Jesus choose this man among the many disabled?
-the worst condition  
-Human life with disabled
7. What did Jesus ask him? Why did Jesus ask him this question?

-Do you want to get well?
-Jesus wants to heal him: Jesus initiated healing.

-God asked the invalid man to have desire

-The invalid man: after 38years, he didn’t have any hope. He is in deep despair.

8. What did the invalid reply?
-v.7 I have no one to help me into the pool when the water is stirred.

Where and how had the invalid man been seeking healing from?
-from other people, he depended on other people.

What did he find out through his experiences? 


-No one can help him.

Why will there be no solution at the Bethesda to this invalid man?
-competition breaks friendship, relationship and gathering together

-24/7 who could care for him
-This shows who human is

-People don’t want to sacrifice their lives.

9. What did Jesus say to him?
-Get up! pick up your met and walk
10. What happened to the man when Jesus said to him; “Get up! Pick up your mat and walk.”
-At once the man was cured; he picked up his mat and walked
-he was fully restored to pick up his mat

11. What kind of faith did he have in Jesus?

-He didn’t have a faith to Jesus
-But he got well.

-regardless of his condition, Jesus healed him.
12. Why then was this man healed?
-Luke 7:11-17 a widow’s dead son:  “Young man, I say to you, get up!”
-Jesus heart: merciful heart of Jesus.

-Jesus words have power: all things in this world follow Jesus words.

13. What does Jesus teach to all other disabled men about a solution to a healthy life?
-words of Jesus can help the sick and all disabled men
-not depending on others but depending on Jesus

-Jesus demonstrated Jesus power 

-take care of own mat

-help others

14. What trouble did the man get into when he carried his own mat?
-He couldn’t carry something during 38 years

15. How did he avoid the responsibility?

-v.12 the man who made me well said to me, pick up your mat and walk
16. Later where did Jesus meet the man? What did Jesus say to him?

-at the temple
-See you are well again. Stop sinning or something worse may happen to you

17. After identifying Jesus, what did the man do?

-he didn’t know mercy of Jesus and grace of Jesus
-It is one sided mercy
18. In what respect is this miracle different from the first, and the second miracles?
-water into wine – small group

-Jesus healed official’s son- one whole family

-Jesus healed an undeserving invalid man- public, a large great number of people
