John 6:14-21              Jesus walks on the water.

1.   What are Jesus’ purposes of performing miracles?

-One of main purpose: Jesus revealed that he is God.
2.  Through the miracle of feeding 5000 crowds what did the crowd learn about Jesus?
-Jesus has power

-v.14Surely this is the prophet who is to come into the world.


-Deuteronomy 18:15 The Lord your God will raise up for you a prophet like me from among you
What did the crowd intend to do to Jesus?
-They try to make Jesus king
What is the purpose of making Jesus king?
-Free Food: solving their problem, making rich and successful
What did Jesus do when He knew their intention?

     -Jesus withdrew by himself. Jesus didn’t stay with them.
3.  What do you think that the disciples might have felt after the miracle?
-Disciples were proud of themselves.
-They were excited
4.  What happened when the disciples went sailing?
-They met a strong wind. They were worried. It was at night. It was scary. 
5.  What did they depend on as they struggled in the middle of the storm?
-Their own strength and experience.
-They depended on themselves.

6.  Why didn’t the disciples expect help from Jesus as they were struggling against the storm?
· - Jesus is not a fisherman
· - Jesus was not there, but he was on the mountain

· - Jesus may not know.

· -They could think a strong storm is greater power than Jesus power.

· -Jesus didn’t have a boat.

· -Disciples depended on themselves because Jesus can’t come.
7. How did Jesus come to the disciples?
-Jesus walked on the water 

How many steps can you walk on the water?
-one or two not many
When did Jesus come to the boat? Mark 6:48, Matt. 14:25
-Mark 6:48 He saw the disciples straining at the oars, because the wind was against them

-Matt. 14:25 Shortly before dawn Jesus went out to them, walking on the lake
How long did the disciple struggle against the storm?

-4-6 hours: During all night disciples were struggling with the storm
-They felt hopeless and powerless. They became giving up.

-They realized that their effort is useless because the storm was too strong to overcome.

-It took a long time to give up because they were experts.
-My own effort is useless and can’t save me

8.  Where was the location of the boat when Jesus was walking on the water?

  How far did Jesus walk on the water?
-v.19 Jesus walked 3 or 3.5 miles.
Who is Jesus?

-Above natural law

-Jesus calmed the strong storm: water, wind waves

-Jesus is above the natural law

-We are under the natural law

-We think under the natural law.

-We are confined by the natural law.

-Jesus is above the natural law

-They were frightened

-Jesus was completely out of disciples’ heart.
-Disciples didn’t expect Jesus coming.

-Mark 6:52 their hearts were hardened

11.  What did Jesus say to them?

-It is I; don’t be afraid.
12.  How did the disciples overcome all their problems on the sea?

-With Jesus,
13.  What were the miracles recorded in 6:18-21.

-1st: walking on the water
-2nd: calming the wind

-3rd: immediately reached the shore where they were heading

14.  Why was it necessary for the disciples to see the miracle of walking on the water right after the miracle of feeding?

-Disciples didn’t learn 1st lesson from feeding 5000 people

-Their thinking is limited by human limit.


-No boat, dark, far away, and storm


-Breaking human limit by Jesus


-We will have a storm training
