1. What words of Jesus did the Jews listen (or tried to listen) without grumbling?
-no problem with previous teaching
2. At what words of Jesus did they begin to grumble? 6:41b

-I came down from heaven
3. Why couldn’t they accept these words of Jesus? 6:42

Is their grumbling reasonable or not?

-Is this not Jesus, the son of Joseph, whose father and mother we know?

-It is reasonable.

4. How would you explain them about this to defend Christian faith?

-Jesus was conceived by Holy Spirit
-Jesus perfect human

5. What did Jesus answer them? 6:44,45

Who can come to Jesus?       a. The Father draws him to Jesus.

                           b. All who will be taught by God.

                           c. Everyone who listens to the Father and learns from Him. 

-v.44 No one can come to me unless the Father who sent me draws them, and I will raise them up at the last day.

 v.45 It is written in the Prophets: They will all be taught by God. 

Everyone who has heard the Father and learned from him comes to me.

-People need to pray to God.


-God will teach them.


-We need one to one relationship

6. Facing unbelief (or rejection) how did Jesus reinforce that He came down from heaven? 6:46, 50,51
-v.46 No one has seen the Father except the one who is from God; only he has seen the Father.
-Don’t doubt.. I even have seen God

7. Why must the bread of life come down from heaven?
-Bread for body and mind: earth, farm, success, fame
-Bread for soul and eternal life: from heaven
     What is this bread? 6:51


-v. This bread is my flesh

     When will Jesus give this bread? 6:51


-I will give this bread: his death on the cross


-Jesus can’t reveal right now. No Revelation.



-According to our spiritual ability

8.  Why did the Jews argue again?
-How can this man give us his flesh to eat
How did they interpret the word of Jesus; this bread is my flesh? 6:52

-literally interpret
9.  Seeing their argument, what did Jesus add to the food He will give? 6:53
-v.53 Very truly I tell you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in you.
10.  Talk about each term;  a. who eats my flesh
-believing Jesus suffered physically: he was punished for my place.
                        b. who drinks my blood






-only by the blood washing my sin: shame, darkness and bothering guilty feeling
                        c. v.57 who feeds on me

11.  What is the result of those who do not eat Jesus’ flesh and do not drink his blood? 6:53
-v.53 no life and death, they will perish
12.  What is the result of those who eat Jesus’ flesh and drink his blood? 6:54, 6:56

-eternal life and resurrection
-last day there will be big difference

-v.53-58
-God gave manna through Moses

-They died eventually

-God gave bread of life through Jesus

-People who eat Jesus will have eternal life and resurrection
