What is ‘the Spirit’? –the Spirit gives life, the Spirit of God. 

  It has creation power. Genesis 1: Spirit of God




  No time limit, life giving
What is ‘the flesh’? –The flesh counts for nothing




  Anything originated from man. 

 Though good books and good things, they are still flesh.




  It can’t give life. It doesn’t have power to life.
