-smart: learning well through studying

-wisdom: applying knowledge to practical situation


-smart: mentioned 0


-intelligent 4, intelligence 5


-wise: 219

2. When and where did Jesus begin to teach?
Wasn’t Jesus afraid of confronting the Jews who tried to kill him?


-V.14 Not until halfway through the festival did Jesus go up to the temple courts and begin to teach

-Jesus had no fear to religious leaders

3. How did the Jews respond to Jesus’ teaching?
-v.15 The Jews there were amazed and asked, “How did this man get such learning without having been taught”
-the Jews had studied from young ages.

4. From whom does Jesus’ teaching come?
-v.16 “My teaching is not my own. It comes from the one who sent me.
-tutoring from God

5. Can a man find out whether Jesus’ teaching comes from God or if he speaks on his own?

Who has such discernment?
-v.17 Anyone who chooses to do the will of God will find out 

whether my teaching comes from God or whether I speak on my own. 

-Those who give up own self.


-obey, serve God, fear God

What happens to those who have chosen to live for themselves?

-They cannot hear God’s direction
Who will be smarter and wiser?

-It is matter of God. God’s teaching cannot be compared
-3 years. Disciples become great

Why didn’t one of the Jews keep Moses’ Law?

-v.19 has not Moses given you the law? Yet not one of you keeps the law.
    Why are you trying to kill me?

9.  Who made up the crowd?  Did they know that the Jews were trying to kill Jesus?

     What sin did they commit? 

-Pilgrims: they don’t know situation
-No

-blasphemy out of ignorance

10.  How did Jesus prove that He did not break Moses’ Law on the Sabbath when He healed a man who was invalid for 38 years?
-v.22 Yet, because Moses gave you circumcision, you circumcise a boy on the Sabbath.
- God said to Abraham that he needed to do circumcision on 8th day.

-If it is on the Sabbath, they circumcised a boy: work of God

-Jesus healed a 38 invalid man-healing a man’s whole body on the Sabbath: work of God

11.  What was the Jews’ judgment based on?
-v.24 Stop judging by mere appearances

     What was Jesus’ judgment based on?
-Jesus judgment: work of God

     What is your judgment based on?

-appearance, saving money, behavior, saving life

     Why is it important to make a right judgment?

-right judgment-eternal life

-wrong judgment-eternal death: taking long time to recover


-We need to make right judgment who Jesus is.
