-they were making a plot
3.   What does the law say regarding to those who commit adultery?
     Lev.20:10: If a man commits adultery with another man’s wife

             -the the wife of his neighbor-both the adulterer and the adulteress are to be put to death

     Deut.22:22

4.  Why did the woman commit adultery even though she knew the death sentence?
-the power of sin and the pleasure of sin
-Romans 6:23 for the wages of sin is death

-There is no secret in God.

-This is the end of my life.

-terror of death

-to trap Jesus
-v.5 In the Law Moses commanded us to stone such women. Now what do you say?

     If Jesus said ‘yes’ to stoning her, what would they accuse Jesus?


-Yes, it will be against his teaching



-At this time, only Romans can sentence to death

     If Jesus said ‘no’ to stoning her, what would they accuse Jesus?


-Against the Moses law

 Why did Jesus try to save this woman?



-Jesus is merciful. Jesus has love to sinners

-the act of condemnation
In the law who should be the first to throw a stone to the condemned? Deut. 17:7


-The hands of the witnesses must be the first in putting that person to death, and then

-Because we are the same sinners




-self-righteousness
     Why did the older ones leave first?




-the longer we live, the more we become sinner
10.   What did Jesus ask the woman after all the accusers left? 8:10
-Woman, where are they? Has no one condemned you?
     What did she answer? 8:11



-No one sir
     What did Jesus answer her? 8:11, Rom.8:1



-Then neither do I condemn you



-Rom 8:1 therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus,

11.  What new life direction did Jesus give her?
-Go now and leave your life of sin

-don’t go back
     What must she repent to start a new life?



-adultery, total turn around




-dead in sin, new life in Jesus

     Did Jesus break the Moses’ law by freeing her from death by stoning?



-Jesus died in her place



-Jesus let her go and Jesus takes her wage of sin
