-He put mud on my eyes
     What do you find out about Jesus from his testimony?



-Jesus is the healer


-Jesus has power



-Jesus was sent by God



-Jesus is God who is in human body

3.  How were the Pharisees divided concerning Jesus? On what was each opinion based? 
a.  Jesus is not from God.
-Jesus broke the Sabbath law
b.  Jesus cannot be a sinner.

-Sinner can’t have power to heal the sick
4.  What did the man think Jesus was? 

-v.17 He is a prophet
5.  Why did the Jews send for the man’s parents? 

-confirming blindness
6.  What did the parents testify? 
-we know he is our son and we know he was born blind. 
What didn’t they testify?

-we don’t know how.  Ask him
     Why didn’t they testify about Jesus? 2Tim 1:8


-2 Timothy 1:8 So do not be ashamed of the testimony about our Lord or of me his prisoner


-losing everything and being expelled by saying Jesus is Christ



-fear toward Jewish leader
7. What facts and evidences were verified so far through the investigation?
-the man was born blind

-Jesus healed this man by mud and saliva
     Why didn’t the Jews accept the facts?



-they didn’t want to accept it.


-they want to protect the system: God-Moses-the Law-Pharisees 



-in order to keep their system, they killed the truth



-religious system must go and be alive.



-they were blind



-education is different with conscience

-Give glory to God by telling the truth: we know this man is a sinner
-Whether he is a sinner or not, I don’t know. One thing I do know. I was blind but now I see


 How did the man fight back?

Why did the Jews fail to force him to say that Jesus is a sinner? 


-His heart is pure.


-He fought back.

9.  Why did the investigation return to the starting point? 9:15,26
-their purpose was making Jesus is sinner.

-to make Jesus sinner
  What was the honest expression of the man for the second round of the same questions? 9:27 


-I have told you already and you did not listen. Why do you want to hear it again?



-Do you want to become his disciples too?
     How did they respond to him?


-v.34 you were steeped in sin at birth; how dare you lecture us! And they threw him out.

 What did the man lose and gain because he stood firm on the side of Jesus?


-lost: job, friends, relation, community.  ex. North Korean


-gain: Jesus, faith in Jesus 



-This man gain Jesus by losing everything what he has.

10.  Why did Jesus return to this man?
-v.35 Jesus heard that they had thrown him out.

-because this man is now Jesus sheep
     What did Jesus ask the man? 


-Do you believe in the Son of Man?


-The Son of Man: Christ, Savior and messiah
     What spiritual desire did the man have?


-Who is he, sir? The man asked. Tell me so that I may believe in him.



-after opening eyes, he found poor world and evil mind.
     What did the man do when Jesus revealed Himself to the man?


-v. 38 Lord, I believe, and he worshiped him
     When did his spiritual eyes open?


-Jesus came second time to open his spiritual eyes, so he can see God and eternal world.


When we see Jesus, we can open our spiritual eyes.

11.   Why were the Pharisees guilty?



-v.41 if you were blind, you would not be guilty of sin; but now that you claim you can see, your guilty remains


-facts, evidences, witness and sinner: spiritually blind
