How did the seventy-two disciples feel when they gave their mission report? 10:17

What kind of joy is it?

What did the seventy-two learn through the mission trip? 10:17

=Lord, even the demons are subject to us in your name


=In the name of Jesus, there is power


=until before we engage the demon with Jesus, we can’t experience.


=great exciting discovery
What did Jesus see clearly while the disciples won the invisible spiritual battles? 10:18

=I saw Satan fall like lighting from heaven


=Jesus saw it


=72 disciples felt it


=people in the world are blind to this event.
What was the deeper reason for their power over demons? 10:19

=Jesus gave them authority to tread on serpents and scorpions, 


 and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall hurt you.
How are the following joys different?

=this is joy of defeating
a. Do not rejoice that the spirits submit to you.
b. But rejoice that your names are written in heaven.
=This is joy of eternal salvation

=Joy of returning to father
c. What do you rejoice?
=getting things done

=marriage, job promotion

=comes and goes

=this joy belongs to this world

=but true joy is that our joy is written in heaven.
2. The joy of Jesus



= when salvation reaches to one person, great joy is among angels in heaven.

=not humble



=Jesus praised God the Father in heaven.

Who are the wise and learned?


=In that same hour he rejoiced in the Holy Spirit and said, “I thank you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth



 That you have hidden these things from the wise and understanding and revealed them to little children; 



 yes, Father, for such was your gracious will.


=educated vs uneducated



=scholar vs unlearned



=Pharisees vs common



=professor vs ignorant



=intelligent vs lowly



=These things: knowledge of God’s salvation
Who are little children?
What are these things?

Why has God chosen little children than the wise and learned to reveal these things?

=because they have proud mind and confidence in themselves


=they have better opinion to their lives


=but little children are humble and obey to God.

What was Jesus’ confession about what God has been doing? 10:21c

=knowing God: highest knowledge

=the wise couldn’t receive grace

=ex) Roman empire: God chooses the lowly (slave- owner-noble-whole empire)

=so that no one can boast about salvation
Why did Jesus say the words of 10:21 in hearing of the disciples?
  =God is the one who is doing his work.
  =revealing Salvation secret to the poor.

  =God is revealing highest knowledge
3. Hidden and revealed

What has the Father given to Jesus? 10:22

=All things have been handed over to me by my Father, and no one knows who the Son is except the Son 


  and anyone to whom the Son chooses to reveal him
What does it mean: “No one knows who the Son is except the Father.”
                “No one knows who the Father is except the Son and anyone to whom the Son chooses to reveal him.”

  =Son is hidden and Father is also hidden

What does the Son do for the salvation of men? 
  =Revelation: the Son reveals God to human.

How does a man know God?

  =Man”Only through Jesus

What should the disciples know when they go out to preach the Gospel?
  =God’s reveals Jesus
