What did the disciples know about John, the Baptist’s prayer life? 11:1

What desire did they have when they saw the prayer life of Jesus? 11:1


=Lord, teach us to pray, as John taught his disciples

How should we start our prayer? 11:2


=Father, hallowed be your name


=calling Father (Abba Father)

What should we pray for our heavenly Father? 
Hallowed be your name.


=May your name be honored, glory to your name


=How to give glory to God

=In the world people think how to save money


=even through our troubles, we give glory to God
Your kingdom come.


=Kingdom of God comes to our heart

Where will the kingdom of God come?


=to our heart

How will the kingdom of God expand?


=by words of God and by the Holy Spirit

=missionary and bible study

     =Jesus mentioned three things         


Food: daily bread

Forgiveness: forgive us our sins, for we ourselves forgive everyone

   Temptation: lead us not into temptation



  We are surrounded by all kinds of temptation

How can we be safe from temptation?


 =I need God’s protection from temptation.
2. Shameless persistence (impudence)
a. What problem did a man have at midnight? 11:5

=Which of you who has a friend will go to him at midnight and say to him, ‘Friend, lend me three loaves, 

b. What did he decide to do? 11:5,6
=for a friend of mind has arrived on a journey, and I have nothing to set before him  
c. Why did the home owner (friend) refuse to get up? 11:7

=and he will answer from within, ‘Do not bother me; the door is now shut, and my children are with me in bed.

 I cannot get up and give you anything?

d. What would you do if you came to borrow the bread? (    ) stop knocking on the door.

                                               (    ) continue knocking on the door.

e. Why did the home owner give the bread? 11:8

=I tell you, though he will not get up and give him anything because he is his friend, yet because of his impudence he will rise and give him whatever he needs. 

f. Do you pray with shameless persistence?

=yes
