=leave this place and go somewhere else

=could be trap or could be friendly

Or do you think that this was really a scheme from Herod and the Pharisees?
What would you feel and do when you are informed that someone tries to kill you?


=we are going to hide


=Satan is behind

3.  What did Jesus answer? Read 13:32,33

a) Go tell that fox.

=Herod of Antipas

=Fox: tricky, deceptive, dangerous and cunning 

=Jesus is not afraid at all to king Herod

b) I will drive out demons and heal people. 4:18,19
=Luke 4:18,19 The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to proclaim good news to the poor

            He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to set




the oppressed free, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.

c) Today and tomorrow, and on the third day I will reach my goal – What is Jesus’ goal?
=He will give the gospel message. 

=He will die on the cross. 

=He will resurrect from the dead.

=Luke 19:42 they were blind


=John 10:27 they were not Jesus sheep


=the word “Repent” make people upset

What kind of message was welcomed and popular in Jerusalem?


=unless you repent, there is God’s judgement

=peace and prosperity 

Even though Jerusalem killed God’s prophets, how did Jesus show His love for Jerusalem? 13:34


=how often I have longed to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings

How did Jerusalem respond to Jesus’ love? 13:34c


=you were not willing

How would you feel when your true love is rejected? 13:34b, 19:41


=Luke 19:41 As he approached Jerusalem and saw the city, he wept over it


=People broke Jesus heart 

What is the result of rejecting the word and love of Jesus? 13:35a


=desolate, destruction

When were their houses left desolate? 19:42-44:
68A.D. by Vespasian, 
70A.D. by Titus (conquered Jerusalem, and killed and made slaves)
135A.D. by Hadrian (No Jew can live in Jerusalem)

=42-44 If you, even you, had only known on this day what would bring you peace but now it is hidden from your eyes.
