The Banquet with Jesus
1. What is the Kingdom of God like? 14:15 
=feast: banquet in the heaven million times better than human world
Who is the blessed? 14:15

=eating at the feast in the kingdom of God
Who would be eating at the feast of the Kingdom of God according to the man who said this? 14:15

=Pharisees: religious leaders
Who would be eating at the feast of the Kingdom of God according to Jesus? 14:24

=None of Pharisees
2. A parable of a banquet.

How did a man prepare a great banquet? 14:16

=a great banquet


=foods


=guests: first sent out invitation, 

   second invitation is date: they sent out their servants to inform a banquet
What message did the owner send to his invited guests when everything was ready? 14:17

=to tell those who had been invited, ‘Come, for everything is now ready.’
3.   Excuse #1 ----- “I have just bought a field, and I must go and see it. Please, excuse, me.”
Why is it an excuse?

=before buying a field, people check first, so it is lying.

=path, rainfalls, rocks and so on

What is more important to him, the land or the banquet with Jesus?


=the land

Excuse #2 ------ “I have just bought five yokes of oxen, and I’m on my way to try them out.”
              Why is it an excuse?




=before buying oxen, people test and try with yoke. 

              What is more important to him, the business or the banquet with Jesus?





=family business
Excuse #3 ------ “I just got married, so I can not come.”
              What kind of excuse is it?




=family

              What is more important to him, his wife or the banquet with Jesus?




=wife
What do they have in common?


=all refuse coming to a banquet
=their minds are in possession, money and schedule

=rich people

=they don’t distinguish earthly thing and heavenly thing

=unthankful and proud
4.  What would happen to the banquet when all the guests refuse to come?
=empty

=feel betrayal 
What was the owner’s reaction to the servant’s report? 14:21

=changed the plan
How did the owner change his plan? 14:21b

=invited the poor, the crippled, the blind and the lame

Who were the disqualified people?


=tax collectors, prostitute and sinners


=originally highly qualified people

How could these disqualified people eat at the great banquet?

=they responded to invitation


=they are humble and thankful


=they are not successful, so they are not busy

What might ‘they came to the banquet’ mean?


=they accepted Jesus as their Lord

How did the servant serve the master’s will? 14:22


=work hard for the banquet


=carried out master’s will

5. To what extend did the owner stretch his invitation? 14:23

=go out to major street outside of a town

=bring gentiles

What is the will of the owner?



=make his house be full

How did the word of invitation progressively change? 14:17,21,23



=qualified people to disqualified people and to gentiles



=come, 

=bring them in

=compel them to come in

=13C-19C 

=Inquisition-13C: torturing device

=God’s will is compelling people with love

How did the owner accomplish his will?



=through the servants



=overcoming rejection and opposition
6.  Who will eat at the feast of the Kingdom of God?



=whoever responses to the invitation



=Those who have the priority



=Those who are thankful to invitation



=God’s preparation moved to the gentile
