=Luke 5:13 Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man. “I am willing,” he said. “Be clean!”

=touching
What did Jesus say to them to do? 17:14

=When he saw them, he said, “Go, show yourselves to the priests.”
What thoughts might have hindered them to obey Jesus’ word, Go, show yourselves to the priests. 17:14

=Touching-past experience


=After they are healed: not realistic, not logical


=physical discomfort
What faith did the lepers have?

=obey
When were they healed from the leprosy? 17:14b

=As they went, they were cleansed

=Above all, they put Jesus’ word


=put away past experiences


=Jesus authority goes the first

=unreal

=need thankful heart

=with their own schedules
