2. What did the ruler possibly have for his life? 18:18, 21, 23
=All these I have kept since I was a boy
Did he know the value of eternal life above all things? 18:18

=he knew that he needed the eternal life


=everything in this world is temporary
Whom did he ask about the way of inheriting eternal life? 18:18

=he asked Jesus who is the right person
Did he think that he would do anything to inherit eternal life?

=Yes. He knelt down before Jesus for asking Jesus
How did he call Jesus? 18:18

=Good teacher
How did Jesus respond? 18:19

=No on is good-except God alone


=Psalm many verses God is Good.
Which commandments did Jesus bring the attention of the rich ruler? 18:20

=You shall not commit adultery


=You shall not murder


=You shall not steal


=you shall not give false testimony


=you shall honor your father and mother


=Jesus mentioned him for practical way of living
Which commandment is missing?

=1-4 and 10 commandments
What did the ruler answer? 18:21      How did he consider himself?

=all these I have kept since I was a boy


=righteous man
Into what one commandment do these commandments sum up? 10:27

=love your neighbor as yourself
What sin was growing in his life?

=covet: greedy


=love of money
3. “You still lack one thing” said Jesus. What is the one thing he lacked? 18:22
=sell everything you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow me.

=repent your sin.
What must he do to inherit eternal life? 18:22

a. sell everything you have and give to the poor
=root of his sin, action of repentance
b. and you will have treasure in heaven.……

=treasure in heaven
c. then come and follow me.
=to know God and to know Jesus

=how do we know Jesus by following Jesus 

d. How far was he from inheriting eternal life?
=Far-sell and give, penniless and self-denial
=or it could be very short. 

Why couldn’t the rich ruler obey the word of Jesus, but became very sad? 18:23

=because he was very wealthy


=conscience: thought, desire, action and words


=he world repent his sin before Jesus, but he didn’t repent


=dishonest vs honest conscience
What might have been his way of inheriting eternal life?

=he didn’t catch love your neighbor
What is Jesus’ way of inheriting eternal life?

=repent sin and follow Jesus
Should every seeking sinner sell everything and give to the poor to follow Jesus?
4. How hard is it for the rich to enter the kingdom of God? 18:24,25
=it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for someone who is rich to enter the kingdom of God.
Why did some worry about entering the kingdom of God? 18:26

=they wanted to be rich
Some Christians say; I will make a lot of money first and serve God. 

=No way to return from money to Jesus
In the light of this passage how does that sound?

=impossible
What did Jesus reply? 18:27  

=what is impossible with man is possible with God       
What does it mean? 18:27

=hard to be saved


=impossible by man


=possible by God who will sacrifice his own Son on the Cross.


=By obeying the Law it is impossible


=by grace of God it is possible
5. What did the disciples give up to follow Jesus? 18:28
=we have left all: wife, family life, net and house
What did Jesus promise them? 18:29,30

=in this age, and in the age to come eternal life
What did the disciple actually receive in this age?

=countless blessing


=teachers of truth


=honor of apostles
