 Jesus Clears the Temple.
1. Where was Jesus? 19:45 at the temple
What the temple was like when Jesus entered its court? 19:45

=market place
What were they selling and buying?
a. sacrificial animals: 10,000 to 100,000 animals. Monopoly business.
b. money change: temple tax $100. Temple shekels: Jewish money. They charged over 50% fee.
=high priest business: Annas booth.
What did Jesus do to them? Was Jesus angry or peaceful?


=angry, chaos, yelling, shouting and violent
What two verses did Jesus quote as He droved out the sellers?

a. Isaiah 56:7- what does it mean?
=My house will be a house of prayer for all nations; but you have made it ‘a den of robbers.’

=everywhere people were talking about buying and selling
b. What should have been done in the temple? This was the gentile worship place
c. Jeremiah 7:11- what does it mean? 

=Den of robbers Den: hiding place after robbery
=Robbing God’s house
d. What kind of people were the high priest and his family in the eyes of God?
=robbers

e. Who were other religious leaders who made fortunes through church business?

=pope was selling salvation tickets. Even Forgiveness for dead person

=Church is not for money making business
f. Why did no one challenge this sin of religious business?
=they have a power
2. About the Temple

a. What kind of place is the temple? To worship God
b. Why did God want to make a Tabernacle? Exo.25:8
=it was started in the desert. 

=Tabernacle became temple

=God wanted to dwell among his people.

c. What was the structure of the Tabernacle?
=two rooms and one cooking place
d. What place was the Tabernacle to the people of Israel? 
=Holy place
e. How did the people of Israel travel and tent in the desert?
=tabernacle was in the middle

=6 tribes tabernacle 6 tribes

=settle for night 3 tribes in 4 sides, tabernacle was in the middle.

f. When was the first temple built and when destroyed? Why destroyed?

=Solomon: 970-930 B.C. – 586 B.C. because their sins
=God couldn’t stay with them.

g. When was the second temple built and when destroyed? Why destroyed?
=516 B.C – 70 A.D because people rejected Jesus

h. Since the destruction of the second temple, where and how do men worship God? 
Jn.4:21-24: neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem. Worship through Jesus
1Cor.6:19: Do you not know that your bodies are temples of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, 

whom you have received from God? You are not your own; you were bought at a price.
Therefore, honor God with your bodies

3. After clearing the temple what did Jesus do everyday? 19:47

=Every day he was teaching at the temple

What was the response of the people to Jesus’ teaching? 19:48b

=attentively listening Jesus’ words

Do you think they resumed their temple business or not?


=no business until before Friday
Why couldn’t the three groups of the leaders kill Jesus in those days? 19:48b

=elders, chief priest, and levies

a. What is the state of your church?
=social place, honoring pastor, business 

b. What is the state of your heart? 

=house of prayer

=busy mind

=keep our heart as house of prayer: sacred place
c. What does Jesus show us how we should serve the temple of God?
=clear out with madness and pray
