1. What did Caesar Augustus issue to the entire Roman world? 2:1

=Census

What was the purpose of a census?

=tax

How did the decree affect the life of everyone? 2:3,4

=And everyone went to their own town to register. So Joseph also went up from the town of Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to Bethlehem the town of David, because he belonged to the house and line of David.

How far was from Nazareth to Bethlehem?

=80 miles it took more than a week.

What was Mary’s condition? 2:5

=expecting a child

Why did Mary place her new born son in a manger? 2:7  What is a manger?
=no room for Mary
=container for animal food
If you were the mother, how would you feel?

=beyond our imagination

What is it like for being used by God?

=People can’t go down

=But, God is humble. Jesus is humble.

How did God use the decree for His purpose?

=God is in control

=God used Caesar’s decree to move Joseph and Mary

What prophecies had been fulfilled from this birth?

=Bethlehem, Virgin Birth, the line of David

2. To whom did an angel of the Lord appear? 2:8,9
=Shepherd is low class.

How did the shepherds respond to the angel? 2:9

=An angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were terrified.

What did the angel say to the shepherds? 2:10,11,12

a. Do not be afraid.

b. I bring you good news of great joy that will be for all the people.

c. Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you; he is Christ the Lord.

=Lamb of God John 1

=Good shepherd John 10

=Christ has been born to you

d. Why was a baby lying in a manger a sign? 2:12

=lying in a manger

3. Who appeared suddenly? 2:13
=huge group of angels appeared.

Who did the army of the angels’ praise? 2:13

=heavenly host. many

What does ‘glory to God in the highest’ mean? 2:14
=1. In the highest heaven

=2. Among the highest order

=3. In the highest the most exalted degree
What did Jesus’ birth bring on earth? 2:14

=earth peace to those on whom his favor rests

=peace with God, and then love one

4. After the angel left what did the shepherds decide to do? 2:15

=Let’s go, right away, in the middle of the night

What did the shepherds do in the middle of the night? 2:16

=so they hurried off and found Mary and Joseph, and the baby, who was lying in the manger

How did the good news spread through the shepherds? 2:17,18,20

=they spread the word concerning what had been told them about this child.

How did Mary receive the shepherds’ testimony? 2:19

=Mary treasured up all these things and pondered them in her heart.

Why didn’t God choose priests and scribes but chose the shepherds as the first witnesses?

=God favored despised shepherds.

5. What does it mean that your Savior has been born to you?

=God is with you

What is in your heart; great joy or gloomy dark thoughts in this Christmas?
=Joy

=My savior has been born to me.
