What did Jesus do after that? 21:1

=looked up, he saw the rich putting their gifts into the temple treasury
Where was the temple treasury located?

=Gentile court-woman’s court-Man’s court-priest’s court-temple

=in woman’s court: 13 jars


=each jar has a name for use


=Jar was called as trumpet 
How many offering boxes were there?

=13
How did the rich put their gifts to God? 21:1

=poring out a lot of coins

3. How much money did the rich put their gifts to God? 21:1
=a lot of money

What would the temple priests think about the gifts from the rich?


=big donor is better. a little money is not important
How much did a poor widow put into the treasury? 21:2

=lepton-1/10 English pound- 1/8 American cent-1/64 Denarius

What would the temple priests think about her gifts?

=2 lepta are minimum requirement
4. How did the widows survive financially in Jesus’ time?
=no way to earn money
How much money did this widow have to live? 21:4b

=like 20 cents

How much food could she buy with that money?


=a little food

What might she have felt when she had only two small copper coins?


=self-pity

What did she decide to do in such a difficult time?

=offering: to make a gift to God


=in poverty, she still loved God with all she had.

Do you think she ate any food after she had put her coins as a gift to God?


=It is sacrifice
Why did no other worshipper give 100% to God as she did?


=the more we have, the harder to give all
5. How did Jesus know that the two coins were her all and last money?
=Jesus knew the story behind every offering
Why was her gift so powerful in Jesus’ heart? 21:3

=100 percent devotion is great

=it moves God’s heart

     How did Jesus accept her gift? 21:3


=more than all the others

     What does it mean that the Lord accepted her gift as more than all others?



=two lepta are greater than multi-million dollars



=the gate of God’s blessing opened to her
