=Son of man will go as it has been decreed.


=divine purpose
What warning did Jesus give to the betrayer? 22:22b, Mk.14:21b

=woe to that man who betrays him

How did the betrayer receive Jesus’ warning?


=he just ignored Jesus’ warning

What did the disciples question about the betrayer? 22:23

=who would do this?
How much did the disciples understand about the work of Satan?


=they didn’t understand at all.
3.  Why did a dispute arise among the disciples? 22:24
=as which of them was considered to be greatest.
Is it wrong to desire to be great?

=we have desire to be great


=Jesus taught the right way to be great
Who rules in the Gentile world? 22:25

=the King

How do the kings of the Gentiles rule? 22:25


=power and authority rules over others 


=vertical alignment. 

What is wrong with this worldly greatness?


=the great people killed a lot of people


=they used their power for their own glory and honor.
Why do some people want to be served rather than to serve, to gain rather than to give?

=to receive services and better treatment. 

4.   Who rules in Jesus’ kingdom? 22:26
“The greatest among you should be the youngest”……What does it mean?

=the greatest among you should be like the youngest


=humility: be the last


=going to youngest position. 
“The one who rules like the one who serves”…………Why does the one who serves rules?

=unselfish, unusual 


=unselfish act has more power. The one who serves rules the other.


=true greatness
