Jesus prepared His disciples spiritually and physically.
1. What else did Jesus know beside His own sufferings and death? 22:31
=Satan has asked to sift all of you as wheat

=about his disciples
What did Satan ask? 22:31
= Satan has asked to sift all of you as wheat
To whom did Satan ask?

=God
Who are ‘you’ in 22:31 and ‘you’ in 22:32?

=Peter, your faith may not fail. And when you have turned back, strengthen your brothers
What does it mean to sift you as wheat?

=control, shake, challenge disciples


=money, worldly success, as good as God, woman and man of temptation, pride or fear


=doubt, thankful heart

Why weren’t the disciples aware of the Satan’s plan towards them? 22:24

=competition, their mind is blinded
2. Knowing the Satan’s plan and Peter’s failure what did Jesus do? 22:32
=Jesus prayed for Peter.

a. Your faith may not fail.
= Jesus prayed for Peter’s restoration from failure.
b. And when you have turned back, strengthen your brothers.
=Helping other disciples when he comes back
c. Satan indeed sifted Peter. But why couldn’t Satan succeed in the end?
=Jesus prayer blocked Satan’s temptation.
d. How was Peter changed after he was restored from this failure?

=Peter came out even stronger than before

e. What is our weapon to restore those who have fallen by Satan’s temptations? 

=prayer, forgiveness
3. How confident was Peter in his faith to follow Jesus? 22:33
=Lord, I am ready to go with you to prison and to death.
How confident are you in your own faith?

=self-confidence will bring Satan’s temptation.

=Lead us not into temptation. 


=Pray not to fall into temptation
4. A few hours later how many times would Peter deny Jesus? 22:34
=I tell you, Peter, before the rooster crows today, you will deny three times that you know me
In reality, when did the rooster crow? 22:60

=after Peter denied Jesus third times

How did Jesus know this?


=Jesus is God

5. What did Jesus ask the disciples? 22:35

=When I sent you without purse, bag or sandals, did you lack anything?

When did they experience this? 9:3, 10:4

=when disciples went out to villages. 

What did they experience by obeying the command of Jesus? 22:35b


=they experienced God’s provision.

What opposite commands did Jesus give them? 22:36

a. But now if you have a purse, take it.

 =take money with you

b. Also, a bag

=scrip: bread, sandals, necessary items
c. If you don’t have a sword, sell your cloak and buy one.

=protect yourself

d. Why did Jesus give them an opposite command?

=Situation is changed

=training purpose, no more training

=they were protected by Jesus

=People welcomed disciples because of Jesus

=Disciples will face real world, hostile condition.

e. How many swords did they have? 22:28 
=two swords

f. Why did they have two swords with them?

=for self-protection

g. What did Jesus answer them?

=that’s enough

h. Why did Jesus want them to have swords?

=for protection

=repent our hearts 

=spiritually ready
