 The Crucifixion
1. Where has the crucifixion of the Christ been prophesied in the Old Testament? Ps.22:16b, Isaiah:53:5a
=Psalm 22:16 They pierce my hands and my feet (B.C 1000)

=Isaiah 53:5a But he was pierced for our transgressions (B.C 700)

What is the meaning of the cross of Jesus?  Lev.4:1-35; Rom.3:25, Isaiah 53:5


=Every sin should be paid by animal’s life


=Romans 3:25 God presented Christ as a sacrifice of atonement, through the shedding of his blood-to be received by faith


=Isaiah 53:5 But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our sin; 

the punishment that brought us peace was on him and by his wound we are healed
2. Where was the governor’s palace where Jesus was sentenced to death and scourged?

=1.5 km
How did Jesus walk to Golgotha after scourged? 23:26, 27

=he couldn’t bear it

Where was Simon coming from? 23:26


=Cyrene: North Africa 800 miles away

What might he have expected when he travelled a life long dream of pilgrim to Jerusalem?

=participating Passover event in Jerusalem
What did he end up encountering in Jerusalem? 23:26


=carrying bloody cross

What blessings might the cross of Jesus have brought to him and his family? Mk.15:21, Rom. 16:13


=Mark 15:21 the father of Alexander and Rufus, was passing by on his way in from the country, 

and they forced him to carry the cross


=Romans 16:13 Greet Rufus, chosen in the Lord, and his mother, who has been a mother to me, too.



=He met the real Lamb of God who is Jesus Christ.

3. What burdens did Jesus have in His heart on the way to Golgotha? 23:28,29
a. Do not weep for me.; weep for yourselves and for your children.

b. For the time will come when you will say, ‘Blessed are the barren women………

c. They will say to the mountains, “Fall on us! And to the hills, “Cover us!”

d. For if men do these things when the tree is green, what will happen when it is dry?

=green tree: Jesus

=dry tree: sinners

e. What tragic event did Jesus refer to?

=A. D 70 Titus
=April to September Jerusalem was conquered. 1.5 mil. People died or captured as slaves

f. When did Jesus warn these tragedies before? 19:44,45, 21:20-24
=19:44, 45 They will not leave one stone on another.

=21:20-24 When you see Jerusalem being surrounded by armies, you will know that its desolation is near

g. Were these tragedies preventable?
=yes

=God’s wrath through Romans

=The Christ: pascal Lamb 
4. Who else were crucified with Jesus that day? 23:32,33

=two robbers

     What notice was placed above the cross of Jesus? 23:38



=The king of the Jews
How did Jesus treat those who crucified Him? 23:34


=Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they are doing

What would you say to those who may crucify you?


=it is impossible for us to practice


=we have small love vs big hatred


=Son Yang-Hwan

What prophecy did the soldiers unknowingly fulfill? 23:33, 34b, 36b, Ps.22:16b, 18; Ps.69:21

=all these are fulfilled on the cross
5.   How did people insult and ridicule crucified Jesus?

a. the rulers 23:35

=Jesus was placed on 2-3 feet higher than ground

=come down and save yourself

b. the soldiers 23:37

=if you are the king of the Jews, save yourself

c. one of the crucified criminal 23:39

=Aren’t you the Messiah? Save yourself and us

d. How did Jesus respond to them? 
=Jesus didn’t respond at all

e. Why did Jesus endure shame and insults? 

=Jesus took them all for us to have peace in our hearts

f. Have you experienced the power of enduring shame and insult?
=inside there is amazing God’s power

6.   How did one of the crucified criminal insult Jesus? 23:39
How did the other criminal defend Jesus? 23:40, 41


=Don’t you fear God

What did he ask Jesus? 23:42


=Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom


=Jesus is the king of his kingdom

What did he believe as he was dying on the cross for the sins he had committed? 23:41, 42

What did he receive from Jesus? 23:43


=Truly I tell you, today you will be with me in paradise


=Paradise: Garden of Eden

The two criminals had an equal opportunity to salvation. Why was one saved and the other not?


=how do we respond to Jesus

=yes
