=mocking Jesus and insulting Jesus

=remember me

c. When did the apostles believe in Jesus; when He was crucified or when He was resurrected.

=when he was resurrected

=amazing faith because he believed Jesus who was dying on the cross.

d. What kind of kingdom did he think was Jesus’ kingdom?

=after death.

e. What did he want Jesus to remember?

=faith. Believing Jesus.

=merciful and remember me.

=become a very close friend.
