=very early in the morning
Why did they take the spices with them? 24:1

=proper burial

=sad, heavy heart
What was their problem as they walked to the tomb? Mk.16:3

=And they asked each other, “Who will roll the stone away from the entrance of the tomb”
Why did they continue walking toward the tomb despite the problem?

=they have passion to do 
What other beautiful acts do people do under the power of death?

=helping each, sympathy and love
3. What did they find when they arrived the tomb? 24:2
=stone was rolled away
Why was the stone removed?

=it didn’t matter to Jesus. It is for the women to come inside.
When they entered the tomb, what did they find? 24:3

=they didn’t find the body of the Lord Jesus
4. Suddenly who stood beside them? 24:4
=they were angels
Who were they?

=angels
How did the women react to the angels? 24:5

=the women bowed down with their faces to the ground.
What did the angels say to the women? 24:5b

What specific words of Jesus tell about resurrection? 24:7b

=on the third day
The moment they believed the resurrection of Jesus what was the image of Jesus in their hearts?

=from dead body, 
Why did the angels give them the word of Jesus instead of presenting the risen Jesus?



=evidence (empty tomb) + words=Resurrection

=From Galilee
Whom did the women tell about the resurrection of Jesus? 24:9

=tomb is empty
How were they changed after believing the resurrection of Jesus?

=dramatic change
How did the apostles receive the news of Jesus’ resurrection from the women? 24:11

=they didn’t believe
What image of Jesus did they have in their hearts?

=dead Jesus
What did Peter do? What did he see in the tomb? Why didn’t he realize the resurrection?

=he couldn’t connect to the word of God
What image of Jesus did Peter have in his heart?

=forgiving heart
7.  Why did the resurrection faith start from a tomb?
=without death a tomb where we will be dead.
Are your thoughts under the power of death or under the power of resurrection?

=power of resurrection


=power of death vs power of resurrection


 Dark, hopeless fear, despair and hatred vs bright, hopeful, love and forgiveness
Why can men overcome power of death only through believing the resurrection of Jesus?

=Jesus is the only one who overcame the power of death


=only through Jesus: Jesus destroyed the power of death


=death has no more control to us
