=on the third day 

=around evening

Who was travelling? 24:13


=they were with the disciples


=followers

From where to where were they traveling?


=from Jerusalem to Emmaus

How far was Emmaus from Jerusalem?


=7 to 8 miles. North west

2. What were they talking about on the way? 24:14

=they talked about everything

=about three hours

=topics about Jesus and cross

What did the risen Jesus do? 24:15

=walking together

Why didn’t they recognize the risen Jesus? 24:16


=they were kept from recognizing Jesus.

Who kept them from recognizing the risen Jesus?


=God

How did they respond to Jesus’ question? 24:17


=discouraged.

What did Cleopas ask Jesus? 24:18


=Are you the only one visiting Jerusalem who does not know the things that have happened there

     What did Cleopas answer? 24:19-24 What things
a. About Jesus 24:19

=He was a prophet, powerful in word and deed before God and all the people.

b. Who were responsible for crucifixion of Jesus? 24:20

=The chief priests and our rulers

c. What hope did they have in Jesus? 24:21 

=Jesus was going to redeem Israel. 

d. What happened to their hope when Jesus died? 24:21
=hope was gone. 

e. How many days had it been since Jesus died? 24:21

=on the third day

f. What did they hear from the women? 24:22,23

=they were heard women’s reporting.

g. Who else confirmed the empty tomb? 24:24

=Peter and John

h. How many questions did Jesus ask to hear all about these? What do you learn from Jesus?

=what are you talking about and what things
=Jesus opens hearts by questing.

4. What did they hear from the stranger? 24:25

=How foolish you are, and how slow to believe all that the prophets have spoken!

What did the stranger teach them about the Christ? 24:26 What passages tell the sufferings of Christ?
=suffering and glory

What was the disciples’ view of Christ? 24:21

=redeeming Israel. Recovering Israel.

=wrong idea.

=they had taught about Christ. 

What did the stranger explain to them? 24:27

=beginning with Moses and all the Prophets. He explained to them.

=while Jesus was walking. 

What is written in all the Scriptures? 24:27

=in all the Scriptures concerning Jesus.

=Genesis 3:15 enmity between the son of man and serpent. 

=Genesis 12:2 calling of Abraham-blood

=wilderness-tabernacle, blood, priest, laws

=Temple

=prophets

=man’s sinfulness

=God’s mercy

=everything above talking about Jesus

=this Jesus will suffer, die and give his glory to God.

What did the stranger do through this Bible study? 24:32 What power do the Scriptures have?
=Were not our hearts burning within us while he talked with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to us.

5. As they approached the village, what did the disciples see that the stranger was going to do? 24:28

=Jesus continued on as if he were going farther.

Why and how did the disciples invite the stranger? 24:29 What blessings did this invitation bring them?
=urged him strongly.
=they wanted to stay 

When did they recognize that the stranger was Jesus? 24:30,31

=they took bread, gave thanks, broke it and began to give it to them. 

Who opened their spiritual eyes?

=Jesus

How did Jesus leave them? 24:31
=disappeared

When they met the Risen Jesus, what did they do? 24:33

=They got up and returned at once to Jerusalem

6. What kind of faith did the two disciples have when they walked on the road to Emmaus?
=on the road to Emmaus, disciples were downcast, foolish, slow, weak, little, and in errors.
=on the way back to Jerusalem, they were joyful, faithful,
How did the Risen Jesus help them to grow in faith?
=open the Scriptures, reveal the hidden meaning of Bible. 

=open spiritual eyes to see risen Jesus.
