Luke 24:36-49          Jesus Appears To The Disciples.
1. How did Jesus stand among the disciples? 24:36

=sudden
What did Jesus say to them? 24:36


=peace be with you

How did the disciples respond when they saw Jesus? 24:37


=They were startled and frightened, thinking they saw a ghost.

What did they think Jesus was? 24:27


=Jesus was ghost

Read 24:34. What did they say about Jesus? Did they believe that Jesus was alive?


=It is true! The Lord has risen and has appeared to Simon

Why then did they think Jesus was a ghost when Jesus stood among them?


=head knowledge vs real Jesus


=what is in their heart

2. Jesus made efforts to prove that He was not a ghost, but a real person.
a. What did Jesus say to them? 24:38

=Why are you troubled.

What did Jesus see in the hearts of the disciples? 24:38
=doubt

b. What did Jesus ask them to look at? 24:39a

=Look at my hands and my feet

=scar

c. What else did Jesus ask them to do? 24:39b

=touch me and see

d. Why didn’t they believe even after knowing Jesus was a real person? 24:41

=joy and amazement
e. What did Jesus eat in their presence? 24:42

=Jesus ate broiled fish

f. Why did Jesus try so hard to plant resurrection faith in the hearts’ of the disciples?

=This is what God wants to give us: resurrection body, eternal body and heavenly body

g. Describe the resurrected body of Jesus. What hope does it give us? 
1John 3:2 Dear friends, now we are children of God, and what we will be has not yet been made known. 
         But we know that when Christ appears, we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is

1Cor.15:52,53 in a flash, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, 
the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed.


=fully physical, fully spiritual when we are resurrected.

3. What did Jesus teach them? 24:44, Mt.1:21
=This is what I told you while I was still with you: Everything must be fulfilled that is written about me 

 in the Law of Moses, the Prophets and the Psalms.

=Abraham 2000 B.C-Moses 1440 B.C-Psalm 1000 B.C-AD 29 

How does God carry on His purpose? 24:44

=2000 years

What are the three divisions of the Hebrew Bible?

=the Law of Moses, the Prophets and the Psalms

When could they understand the Scriptures? 24:45
=pray

=humbly ask Jesus

What could they understand? 24:46, Mt.1:21
=This is written: The Messiah will suffer and rise from the dead on the third day

=Matthew 1:21 she will give birth to a son and you are to give him the name Jesus, 

  because he will save his people from their sins.
4. What will be preached in Jesus’ name to all nations? 24:47

=and repentance for the forgiveness of sins will be preached in his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.

What is repentance?

=we need to remove our sins between me and God.

What is God’s response to everyone who repents?
=God will forgive everyone through the blood of Jesus.
What is the importance of repentance for resurrection?
=God’s resurrection power will come to us.
Where would the preaching of repentance and forgiveness start from? 24:47

=and repentance for the forgiveness of sins will be preached in his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem

Who witnessed Jesus’ suffering, death, and resurrection? 24:48

=you are witnesses of these things

What is the job of a witness?

=telling the truth
Though they were eye-witnesses, they were not ready to go out to witness to all nations.
=stay in the city until you have been clothed with power from on high.

=Holy Spirit 
How did Jesus want to prepare them? 24:49

=pray

What must eye witnesses know about the nature of their work?

=power from heaven.

=work with holy spirit.

=human endeavor has limit

=fighting against sin.

=turning around from sin.

5. What are you doing nowadays? Do you live for a witness of Jesus?
=pray. 

=teach the Bible
