Why don’t some trees bear fruits? No water, no nutrition, disease, insect and weak root
Every person is able to bear fruits.         (   x   ) true        (      ) false

Why don’t some people bear fruits? 

=Sins prevent bearing fruits


=pride, crooked heart, empty heart, rough heart block bearing fruits
2. Why did the crowds come to John? 3:7

=to be baptized 

How did John welcome them? 3:7


=John rebuked by saying” you brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee from the wrath to come?

What was John’s single concern about the crowd?

=repentant sin


=not a number, but a repenting heart
Who warned the crowd to flee from the wrath to come?


=nobody has waned people before John the Baptist
3. Why were the crowds living like fruitless trees? 3:8a

=Bear fruits in keeping with repentance

=fruitless life because their own sins
Who bore abundant fruits in the same generation?

=John the Baptist


=Jesus
How can a fruitless person bear fruits? 3:8

=bear fruit by repentance of sin


=believing in forgiveness
4. When John preached repentance and fruit bearing, what did the crowds begin to think?

=we have Abraham as our father

Describe the faith of the descendants of Abraham have? Gen 12:2,3, Gen 17:7, 2Sam 7:16

=Gen 12:2,3 And I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you and make your name great, 

 so that you will be a blessing. I will bless you those who bless you, and him who dishonors you I will curse, and in you all the families for the earth shall be blessed

=Gen 17:7 And I will establish my covenant between me and you and your offspring after you throughout their generations for and everlasting covenant, to be God to you and to your offspring after you

=2Sam 7:16And your house and your kingdom shall be made sure forever before me. Your throne shall be established forever
Does faith in Abraham allow them to live an unrepentant life continuously? John 8:39,40,41

=John 8:39-41 They answered him, “Abraham is our father.” Jesus said to them, 

“If you were Abraham’s children, you would be doing the works Abraham did, 

but now you seek to kill me, a man who has told you the truth that I heard from God. 

This is not what Abraham did. You are doing the works your father did.”

Does faith in Jesus allow us to live an unrepentant life continuously?

=No, we must repent our sins
5. What is the reality of a fruitless tree? 
=Even now the axe is laid to the root of the trees

=For fruitless person, the axe is laid to the root

Why must fruitless tree be cut?
=take the space in the field

=wasting money and soil

Who is holding an ax?


=God

Does a fruitless person feel an ax?

=no. we are Abraham’s children. We are fine.


=buying and eating are matter for them.
When does one feel an ax?

=at the end, there is no way to turn around
6. What did the people know about repentance? 3:10, 12, 14
=What then shall we do?

=what shall we do?

=And we, what shall we do
What is God’s purpose of giving wealth to a man?


=10, 11 whoever has two tunics is to share with him who has none, and whoever has food is to do likewise.


=sharing what we have with the poor


=people try to increase money


=use your wealth to serve God and help the suffering neighbors


=when we start sharing food, we start bearing fruits
What is God’s purpose in tax collectors?

=collect no more than you are authorized to do

=tax collectors collect more money than actual tax


=30-40% of income was tax in 2000 years ago
What is God’s purpose in soldiers?

=Do not extort money from anyone by threats or by false accusation and be content with your wages.
What were these three groups of people seeking which made their lives unfruitful?

=pride, money, fame


=not for personal gain, but for God
What is repentance?

=put down and turn away from worldly fruits


=change one’s life direction


=Sins are needed to be confessed


=Confession and heart is seeking for God


=Confession is the first, changing life direction is following


=repentance – deeply realize life is sinful-feel God’s wrath-confess one’s sin to Jesus- 

 turn away from sin-live for Jesus

=Christianity is declining by missing core of repentance.

=But John the Baptist challenged people to repent their sins
7. What were the people thinking about John in their hearts? 3:15

=is he the Christ?

To whom did John divert their question in his answer?

=using opportunity for talking about Jesus

How humble was John before the coming Christ? 3:16b

=the strap of whose sandals I am not worthy to untie


=this is slave’s job


=No disciple can untie their master’s shoe strap
How are the baptism of John the Baptist and the baptism of Jesus different?

=water from John the Baptist


=Holy Spirit from Jesus
Wheat and chaff are mixed together in the threshing floor. How are they divided?

=by weight

=chaff will be bunt by eternal fire


=wheat for barn: eternal kingdom


=what make you heavy?


=by fruit
8. Whose sin did John rebuke? What was the result of this rebuking?

=Herod: adultery and incest and many more
=arrested and killed

What were the responses of the people whose sins were rebuked by John?

=listen or reject

What is your attitude toward sin?


=John the Baptist engaged peoples’ sin.


=John the Baptist had fight against sins


=we have to fight till the end
