=Galilee area

=synagogues
How did the people respond to His teaching? 4:15
=being glorified by all

=Nazareth after several months later
Where did Jesus go on the Sabbath day? 4:16
=the synagogue
What scroll was given to Jesus when He stood up to read?
=Isaiah

=reading first Laws and prophecy second
What passage did Jesus find to read? 4:18,19
=Isaiah 61:12 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to proclaim good news to the poor.




 He has sent me to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are oppressed, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are oppressed, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.
What is this passage about?

a. The Spirit of the Lord is upon me because he has anointed me
to proclaim the good news to the poor    – who are the poor? 

=Spiritual condition
b. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to the captives       - who are the captives?
=under the power of sin

=captives of fear, smoking, alcohol and many things
=messiah will free them from captivity
            and recovering of sight to the blind      - who are the blind?



  =Spiritually blind



  =they can’t see and recognize their messiah and their sins
             to set at liberty those who are oppressed  – who are the oppressed?



  =broken hearted, crushed and oppressed
c. To proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor              - what does it mean?

=the year of jubilee

=every seventh year-Sabbath year. No sowing, land rest

=7 x 7= 49years. The year of 50: all slaves set free. 

    Land return to original owner.

    Debt will become zero.


No sowing in this year

722 B.C Jubilee was stopped because north 10 tribes were deported.

d. What should the poor, the captives, the blind, and the oppressed do first to be free?
=they need to realize that they are poor in spirit

e. Why should they believe that they can be freed from their miseries?
=by believing Jesus is the only way
3. After sitting down what did Jesus say? 4:21
=And he began to say to them, “Today the Scripture has been fulfilled in your hearing.”
What does ‘today’ mean?
=present time
What was the response of the hometown people to Jesus’ teaching? 4:20b, 22a
=the eyes of all in the synagogue were fixed on him

=And all spoke well of him and marveled at the gracious words that were coming
4. What thought overtook the grace of the word of God in the hearts of the hometown people? 
=Is not this Joseph’s son

= We know him. Jesus as a man destroyed grace from Jesus as God.
What did Jesus reveal about their hearts? 4:23,24
=Doubtless you will quote to me this proverb, ‘Physician, heal yourself.’
a. Physician, heal yourself.

What we have heard you did at Capernaum, do here in your hometown as well.
=prove yourself as a messiah

=this is unbelief
b. No prophet is acceptable in his hometown.

c. Why was the prophet Elijah sent to a Gentile widow during the famine? 4:25,26
=Zarephath, in the land of Sidon, to a woman who was a widow.
=Israel widows didn’t believe the prophet Elijah
e.   Why did the prophet Elisha cleanse only the leprosy of Naaman the Syrian? 4:27

=None of the Israel Leper came to Elisha, but enemy came to Elisha and was healed
5. How did the hometown people respond to Jesus’ sermon? 4:28
=all in the synagogue were filled with wrath

=human thinking changed their hearts
What did they try to do to Jesus? 4:29,30
=they tried to kill Jesus
How did Jesus escape from them? 4:30
=power of Jesus
Were the hometown peoples blind or captives?
=They tried to kill the preacher
Had Jesus stopped his preaching in verse 22, it would have been great to them.
Why did Jesus go further and made them angry and violent?
=part 1: the messianic work: the year of Jubilee full of grace

=part 2: exposing peoples’ sins-making people angry
6.   What is real preaching?

=delivering part 1 and part 2

=to save lost soul, part 2 needs to be delivered.
