=rose oil on head

=he was reclining at table

=a sinner

What did she do to Jesus? 

a. She brought an alabaster jar of perfume: all the money from her saving
b. At his feet weeping: repenting, thankfulness and joy of weeping
c. Wet his feet with her tears then wiped them with her hair: respect
d. She kissed his feet and poured perfume on his feet: love

=Jesus saved her from sinful life

=five hundred vs fifty denarii

c. How did the moneylender resolve the debts? 7:42 he cancelled the debt of both. Debt is gone. Debt is forgiven

=love is from forgiveness

=we feel God’s love

=there are heartless Christians for they didn’t receive God’s forgiveness
g. What kind of sin did she commit? Street woman: sin of flesh
 Did the public know it?  yes

 Did she see her sins? yes
h. What kind of sin did Simon commit? Pride and self-righteousness: spiritual sin

Did he see his sins?

=he was blind to see Jesus love and God’s grace
7. What did Jesus say to her? 7:48, 50
When did she repent? She repented her sin. Repentance generated love for Jesus
=By her faith, she was saved

8. What is Simon’s perspective about sinners?
