2. Describe Jesus’ ministry in 8:1-4.

=Jesus visited cities and villages, proclaiming and bringing the good news of the kingdom of God
=many people who received healing followed Jesus

=a great crowd was gathering from town after town

3.   Describe the parable of a sower. What happened to the seeds in each soil?
a.   The seeds that fell along the path……: was trampled underfoot and birds devoured it
b.   The seeds that fell on the rock……….: it grew up, it withered away, because it had no moisture
c.   The seeds that fell among thorns…….: the thorns grew up with it and choked it
d.   The seeds that fell into good soil…….: it grew and yielded a hundredfold
e.   What does a sower know about his seeds?


=yes

f.   The seeds are the same. What brings the different results?


=depend on which soil
g.   With what words did Jesus finish this parable? 8:8b What does ‘to hear’ mean?


=He who has ears to hear, let him hear



=listening heart

4.  After hearing this parable, what did the disciples do? 8:9
=disciples asked Jesus what this parable meant
a. What is the secret of the kingdom of God?
=man cannot understand the truth of kingdom of God without help from heaven
b. What are the dual sides of a parable? 8:10
=parable-revealing and concealing

c. To whom are the secrets of the kingdom of God given? 8:10
=to the disciples

=genuine believers

=people who want to know spiritual meaning
d. To whom are the secrets of the kingdom of God hidden? 8:10
=satisfied with story

=lazy mind

=superficial believer

=just looking outside of fruit not tasting inside
e. Why did Jesus reveal the spiritual meaning of this parable? 8:9,11
=because they asked
5. “Now the parable is this.” Jesus revealed the spiritual meaning of the parable.
a. the seed: the word of God
What does a seed have? : life; it has to be planted into soil
b. Soil: human heart
What does soil have? : nutrition and space; no life in the soil, life from the word of God
Who is a sower? : Jesus
c. the path soil heart  -   the birds ate it.
=hardened heart   -  devil comes and takes away the word: no chance to sprout 
d.  the rock soil heart  -    it grew up 8:13
                        it withered away. 8:13b

=they believe for a while, and in time of testing fall away.
e.  the thorn soil heart -     the thorns 8:14

                         the thorns choked it. 8:14

=worries of life and riches and pleasures of life


=these choked the word of God


=crowed heart: no space to grow


=busy heart
f.  the good soil heart  -    grew 8:15

                         yielded a hundredfold. 8:1

=hearing the word, hold it fast in an honest and good heart


=bear fruit with patience


=one word is planted on human heart, then it can grow and bear fruit
g. Where can the fruits of your life be found? What is growing in your heart?
=patience and love

=not outside, but in your heart

=The word of God is growing in your heart, then you can bear fruit

=let the words grow in your heart
h. What is the fruit?
=salvation, spiritual fruit: Galatians 5:19-22
6. Can soil (dirt) be improved? yes
Can heart soil be improved? yes by repentance 

=Repentance: pulling the root out of it
