=Simon, Andrew, James, John, Philip, Batholomio, Thomas, Matthew, James and Thal, Simon and Judas
What was their academic and educational achievement?
=mostly blue color laborers 
How long did they hear about the kingdom of God and see the miracle healings of Jesus?
=middle of Jesus ministry: less than 3 years, around 2 years
3. For what work did Jesus send the Twelve out? = to establish the kingdom of God
a. To preach the kingdom of God

b. To heal : from all demons
            from physical diseases

c. Who had been doing the same works?
=Jesus, this is the work of Jesus
d. Who did Jesus want to do the same works?
=disciples

= Jesus-------disciples

4.   What did Jesus give the Twelve to do the kingdom work? 9:1
a.  Power: ability to do something ex. weapons
b.  Authority: right to do something ex. Court warrant of arrest
=over all demons
c.  Why must the power and authority be superior to all demons and diseases?
=they need to drive out and destroy the demons
d.  What else did they need?
=nothing else: no staff, nor bag, nor bread, nor money; and do not have two tunics
e.  Who experiences this power and authority?
=Christian need to challenge the sick and the demon
5.  What instructions did Jesus give them?

a.  Take nothing for your journey; no staff, no bag, no bread, no money, no extra tunic.

=they need all these things for their mission journey
        What is the point of giving this instruction?


=help them to work in faith



=focus on power and authority: it means that don’t lose your mine for minor things

=he didn’t understand all the miracles


=He was the king but under the Satan
