Luke 9:18-27         The Son of Man must suffer many things………
1. What was Jesus doing before He asked a question to the disciples?

=Jesus finished Galilee ministry by feeding 5000 people


=Now Jesus focuses on twelve disciples


=from Luke 9:18 to the end of the book, Jesus was on the way for the cross

Jesus asked the disciples. “Who do the crowds say that I am?”

=John the Baptist, Elijah or one of the prophets of old has risen

What did the crowds say who Jesus was? 9:19


=not correct nor accurate
What do people say today who Jesus is?

Why is this question about the identity of Jesus so important to everyone?


=the most important thing is who Jesus is for me.
2. Jesus asked. “But who do you say that I am?”

What did Peter answer? 9:20


=The Christ of God

What did Peter’s answer reveal the fruit of Jesus’ ministry so far?

=first fruit by Galilee ministry

Did Peter know the meaning of the Christ?

=No

3. How would Jesus become the Christ of God? 9:22

a. The Son of Man must suffer many things.

=betrayal from own disciples and pain on the way to cross and on the cross

b. The Son of Man must be rejected by the elders and chief priests and scribes.
=Christ must be rejected by religious leaders

c. The Son of man must be killed.

d. And on the third day must be raised.

=death and resurrection

e. The Son of Man comes in His glory and the glory of the Father and of the holy angels.

=second coming
f. What is cross?
=most horrible thing and painful thing at Jesus’ time

=In our heart, we hate the cross

=we reject the cross
g.  What was Jesus’ attitude toward His cross? 

=I must go through toward His cross
h.  Why must Jesus take up His cross?

=Salvation of mankind upon His cross which is designed by God Himself.


=For our sake, God sent Jesus on the cross
i.   As Jesus was preparing to take up His cross, what problem did Jesus face and what was His plan about it? 9:21

=Never tell anybody

=he strictly charged and commanded them to tell this to no one


=Disciples-waiting for earthly kingdom


=the crowds-political messiah


=disciples needed to wait for right time

4. What is the disciples’ cross (follower’s cross)? 9:23
What did Jesus teach the disciples on how to take up the cross? 9:23
a. deny himself: human desire such as happy life, success. Put to death all desire from flesh. Jesus submitted himself
b. take up his cross daily: enduring bearing daily pain and suffering
c. and follow Jesus: we follow Jesus’ way for the cross
d. read again by putting ‘I must’ before each verb.

= I must deny myself, I must take up his cross daily, I must follow Jesus
e. What is the result of taking up my cross?
=you will be rejected, suffered, despised and humiliated by world

=doing the will of God is more precious than my own life
f. How does a Christian life look like without a cross?


=very convenient and comfortable


=In the cross, we can find the power of salvation. 



=the cross is the God’s wisdom



=Christian life based on the cross

a. one who wants to save his life…………………….will lose it.
=wants to save life-didn’t deny-love life, gain the world

b. one who loses his life for Jesus’ sake……………..will save it.

=loses his life-denied, took the cross for Jesus-life

=suffering, inconvenience
